Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the March 16, 2010 regular meeting.

Committee reports were presented.  Warmka reported on Southern Minnesota Wind Energy board, AMC legislative conference, and private audits; Erichsrud reported on Resource Conservation District and the AMC legislative conference; Loveall reported on the Lura Lake TMDL study meeting, cooperative ventures with cities; and road projects  with Commissioner Roper and County Engineer John McDonald; Roper reported on AMC legislative conference;  and Groskreutz reported on GoMinnesota annual meeting, elected officials meeting in Delavan, safety meeting for pipelines, Township annual meeting, planning and zoning meeting, and County Housing and Redevelopment Agency meeting.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-PZ1-05 a conditional use permit for Ryan Stevermer in Section 22 of Blue Earth Township.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to amend Resolution 10-PZ1-05 to add the condition that the SSTS system be maintained per Section 23 of the Faribault County Planning and Zoning Ordinance and that all federal, state, and local permits, if required, be in place for the business.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

Ryan Stevermer

Blue Earth Township, Section 22  
WHEREAS,   Ryan Stevermer applied for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for a Business to service and repair motorcycles, ATVs, snowmobiles, small engines, and for the sales of parts, accessories, and apparel on an existing farmstead in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

The North Half (N ½) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of Section Twenty-two (22), Township One Hundred Two (102) North, Range Twenty-seven (27) West, Blue Earth City Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.  

WHEREAS,
The Planning Commission finds:

a.  That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b.  That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c.  That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d.  The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e.  The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f.  That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  That the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Ryan Stevermer for a Business to service and repair motorcycles, ATVs, snowmobiles, small engines, and for the sales of parts, accessories and apparel on an existing farmstead located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting March 29, 2012.

2. Any signage for the business to be erected in compliance with Section 15, B - Sign Regulations of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.

3. The residence and business SSTS (Subsurface Sewage Treatment System) be in compliance with Section 23 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance by October 1, 2010.

4. Clear title must be obtained for the Conditional Use to be in effect.

5. The Conditional Use Permit is non-transferrable.

6. All federal, state, and local permits, if required, need to be obtained and implemented.

7. SSTS compliance and maintenance be performed in accordance with Section 23 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.

Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-PZ2-06 a conditional use permit for Andrew Yokiel in Section 12 of Clark Township.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to amend Resolution 10-PZ2-06 to add the condition that the SSTS system be maintained per Section 23 of the Faribault County Planning and Zoning Ordinance and that all federal, state, and local permits, if required, be in place for the business.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

Andrew Yokiel

Clark Township, Section 12
WHEREAS,   Andrew Yokiel applied for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for a Business to operate an Automotive Repair Business which would include the sale of parts and accessories in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

The Northwest Quarter (NW ¼), Section Twelve (12), Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-four (24) West, Clark Township, Faribault County, Minnesota. 

WHEREAS,
The Planning Commission finds:

a.  That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b.  That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c.  That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d.  The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e.  The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f.  That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  That the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Andrew Yokiel for a Business to operate an Automotive Repair Business which would include the sale of parts and accessories in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting March 29, 2012.

2. Any signage for the business to be erected shall be in compliance with Section 15, B - Sign Regulations of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.

3. The business SSTS (Subsurface Sewage Treatment System) shall be be in compliance with Section 23 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance by October 1, 2010.

4. A 911 address shall be issued for the new site in accordance with Section 24-911Rural Signage Ordinance.

5. No more than 5 unlicensed and/or inoperable cars be stored on site.

6. That construction begins within 2 years after approval of CUP. 

7. Clear title must be obtained for the Conditional Use to be in effect.

8. The Conditional Use Permit is non-transferrable.

9. All federal, state, and local permits, if required, need to be obtained and implemented.

10. SSTS compliance and maintenance be performed in accordance with Section 23 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.

WHEREAS,  Brendon Babcock received a conditional use permit (CUP) on december 1, 2004 under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance for locating a two family dwelling located at the following described property:

WHEREAS,  Charles and Tammy Dunbar received a conditional use permit (CUP) on September 20, 2005 under the Faribault County zoning ordinance for the operation of a dog kennel located at the following described property:


That part of: The North Half (N1/2) of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4) of Section Thirty (30), Township One Hundred Two (102) North, Range Twenty-Seven (27) West, Blue Earth City Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.  See Exhibit A.

WHEREAS,  Any use permitted under the terms of any conditional use permit shall be established and conducted in conformity with the terms of such permit and of any conditions designated in connection therewith, and the conditional use permit shall remain in effect only so long as the terms and conditions agreed upon are observed.

WHEREAS,  The Board of County Commissioners shall revoke a conditional use permit when it determines that the terms and conditions of their permit as issued are no longer being complied with.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners revoke the above identified conditional use permit as it has been determined that the terms and conditions of the permit as issued are no longer being complied with according to Section 16 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.

That part of:  the Northeast Quarter (NE1/4) of the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4) of Section Eleven (11), Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-seven (27) West, Prescott Township, Faribault County Minnesota.  See Exhibit A.

WHEREAS,  Any use permitted under the terms of any conditional use permit shall be established and conducted in conformity with the terms of such permit and of any conditions designated in connection therewith, and the conditional use permit shall remain in effect only so long as the terms and conditions agreed upon are observed.

WHEREAS,  The Board of County Commissioners shall revoke a conditional use permit when it determines that the terms and conditions of their permit as issued are no longer being complied with.

WHEREAS,  the condition stating a maintenance fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the conditional use is in effect starting September 12, 2007 is no longer being complied with.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners revoke the above identified conditional use permit as it has been determined that the terms and conditions of the permit as issued are no longer being complied with according to Section 16 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance.
Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to remove the requirement of a maintenance fee for two family dwellings on the conditional use permit per the planning and zoning board recommendation.

Stindtman reviewed the Natural Resources Block Grant Septic Fund grant.

Erichsrud/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve a grant agreement with the Board of Water and Soil Resources (BWSR) for a $11,431 Natural Resources Block Grant Septic Fund grant.

Roper/Loveall motion carried unanimously to direct the planning and zoning board to develop a wind energy tower ordinance and report back to the board.

Roper/Loveall motion carried unanimously to set 4:00 p.m. on May 13, 2010 as the deadline for quotes to wash 10,000 tons of sand stockpiled at the Brush Creek Pit.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 10-CB-12 proclaiming April as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
