Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-CB-14 accepting May 2010 as Drug Court Month.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS, 
Drug Courts are the most effective tool for reducing substance abuse and crime in our criminal justice system; and
WHEREAS, 
for the past twenty-one years Drug Courts have been restoring lives, reuniting families and making communities across this nation safer; and
WHEREAS, 
Drug Courts provide focus and leadership for community-wide partnerships, bringing together public safety and public health professionals in the fight against drug abuse and criminality; and
WHEREAS,
 results of more than 100 program evaluations and at least four meta-analytic studies have yielded definitive evidence that Drug Courts are demonstratively effective and significantly improve substance-abuse treatment outcomes, substantially reduce drug abuse and crime, and do so at less expense than any other justice strategy; and
WHEREAS, 
over 27,000 judges, prosecutors, defense attorneys, substance abuse and rehabilitation professionals, law enforcement and community supervision personnel, researchers and educators, national and community leaders, and others dedicated to Drug Courts and similar types of treatment programs are healing families and communities across the country; and
WHEREAS, 
the Drug Court movement has grown from the 12 original Drug Courts in 1994 to over 2,400 operational Drug Courts; and
WHEREAS, 
the time has come to put a Drug Court within reach of every person in need; and
WHEREAS, 
Faribault, Martin and Jackson Counties together implemented a Multi-County Drug Court on December 5, 2006 and a Multi-County Family Dependency Treatment Court on January 19, 2010.
WHEREAS, 
Faribault, Martin, and Jackson Counties celebrate the promise of recovery and restored hope to Drug Court graduates and their families.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Faribault County declares that a “Drug Court Month” 
be established during the month of May, 2010, recognizing the practitioners and     
participants who make Drug Courts work and the significant contributions that

Roper/Warmka motion carried unanimously to enter into a contract with low bidder Uland Brothers to pave part of CSAH 31, CSAH 19 & two bridge decks – SAP 022-630-010 & 631-010, CP 10-600-04 & 600-07 for Foster Township.  Bids received were: Central Specialties Inc. - $1,577,347.78; SMC, Inc., - $1,418,063.36; Uland Bros - $1,296,343.00.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-RB3-15 naming the County of Faribault as legal sponsor for a snowmobile trails maintenance grant..  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
BE IT RESOLVED that the County of Faribault act as the legal sponsor for an application for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for maintenance and grooming of the snowmobile trails managed by Blue Earth Snow Rovers, Stateliner’s Snowmobile Club, and Blue Earth River Trails.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon approval of its application by the State, the County of Faribault may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above referenced project and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in the agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that John McDonald Director/Engineer of the Public Works Department and John Thompson County Auditor are authorized to sign such an agreement with the Department of Natural Resources.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that John McDonald Director/Engineer of the Public Works Department is hereby authorized to serve as the fiscal agent for the above referenced project.
