Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-CB-16 establishing an absentee ballot board.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  the Faribault County Board of Commissioners has considered the requirement for an absentee ballot board pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 203B.13 Subdv 1 for the purpose of processing absentee ballots cast by Faribault County Residents,  

BE IT RESOLVED, that there is hereby established an Absentee Ballot Board pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 203B.13 Subd 1 for the purpose of processing absentee ballots cast by Faribault County citizens.  The board shall consist of a sufficient number of election judges appointed as provided in Minnesota Statutes Sections 204B.19 to 204B.22.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Absentee Ballot Board Election Judges shall meet and take receipt of all returned absentee ballot envelopes from the Faribault County Auditor at the Faribault County Courthouse.  Two or more election judges shall examine and process said absentee ballots pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Chapter 203B and other Election Day laws and rules as required by Minnesota Statutes, Minnesota Rules, The Secretary of State, and/or the Faribault County Auditor.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Absentee Ballot Election Board shall be comprised of Liz Boettcher, Alice LaMont, Trish Gjere, Kathy Anderson, Lorrie Krosch, Clara Vereide and Brenda Ripley for the 2010 State Primary and State General Election.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Absentee Ballot Election Board shall also administer the UOCAVA absentee ballots for voters casting overseas absentee ballots.

repayment of the funds so advanced will be made in accordance with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes 162.08, Subd. 5 & 7 and Minnesota Rules, Chapter 8820, and

WHEREAS,
the County acknowledges advance funds are released on a first-come-first-serve basis and this resolution does not guarantee the availability of funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Commissioner of Transportation be and is hereby requested to approve this advance for financing approved County State Aid Highway Project of the County of Faribault in an amount up to $200,000 in accordance with Minnesota Rules 8820.1500, Subp. 9.  We hereby authorize repayments from subsequent accruals to the Municipal Construction Account of said County from Future year allocations until fully repaid.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-RB5-18 establishing county state aid highways.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 10-CB-20 amending SSTS loan and well sealing ordinance.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

THE COUNTY BOARD OF FARIBAULT COUNTY ORDAINS:

The Faribault County Subsurface Sewage Treatment System and Well Sealing Loan Ordinance are hereby adopted as follows:

SECTION 1
PURPOSE
The purpose of this Ordinance is to improve the water quality in Faribault County by providing a financing source for Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems and the sealing of abandoned wells.

SECTION 2
TITLE
This Ordinance shall be known as the “Faribault County Subsurface Sewage Treatment System and Well Sealing Loan Ordinance.”  When referred to herein, it shall be known as “this Ordinance” and/or the “loan program.”

SECTION 3
DEFINITIONS
1.
“Assessment” means the loan payment, including principal and interest that will be added to the borrower’s property tax statement.

2.
“Subsurface Sewage Treatment System” means a sewage treatment system, or part thereof, serving a dwelling, other establishment, or group thereof that uses subsurface soil treatment and disposal.

3.
“Well” means a well as defined under Minnesota Statutes § 103I.005, Subd. 21 that (1) is required to be sealed under § 103I.301, Subd. 1; or (2) the relocation of which is necessary for compliance with applicable requirements as defined in § 115.55, Subd. 1.

SECTION 4
AUTHORITY
The authority to establish a loan program is defined in Minnesota Statutes § 115.57.

SECTION 5
JURISDICTION, SCOPE AND LIMITATIONS
A.
Jurisdiction

The jurisdiction of this Ordinance shall apply to all the unincorporated areas of Faribault County.  This Ordinance may apply to areas within the incorporated limits of municipalities upon resolutions approved by the governing body of both the municipality and the county.

B.
Scope

From and after the effective date of this Ordinance, a loan program will be established with rules governing the administration of said loan program for the following purposes;

1.
Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems (SSTS’s) as defined in Minnesota Statutes § 115.55, Subd. 1(g) and conforming to rules adopted under Minnesota Statutes § 115.55, Subd. 3, and any other applicable requirements for SSTS’s.  Loan proceeds may be used for the following:

a.
site evaluations

b.
design

c.
installation

d.
repair

e.
replacement

2.
The sealing of wells on privately or publicly owned lands.

C.
Limitations

Loans may not be used to facilitate new building construction.  To “facilitate new building construction” includes increasing capacity of an SSTS beyond what is reasonably required to serve existing buildings and lots in existing recorded plats.

Loan amounts may be limited by a resolution of the County Board.  The County Board, by resolution, may change the amount of funds available for each project.

The County Board, by resolution, shall set the maximum number of years the loans may be extended.

SECTION 6
ELIGIBILITY
Owner(s) of land in the jurisdictional area covered by this Ordinance are eligible for the loan program.

SECTION 7
ADMINISTRATION
The County Board shall appoint a county official, elected or appointed, to administer the loan program and may compensate such officials as it deems appropriate.  The administrator shall be responsible for carrying out the provisions of this Ordinance and any other duties necessary to fulfill the requirements of Minnesota Statutes § 115.57.  The County Board may remove the duties from the Administrator and appoint another official to perform the duties under this Ordinance at its pleasure.

The duties of the Administrator shall include:

1.
Developing and maintaining the loan program by formulating any rules, forms and other requirements necessary to carry out the provisions of this Ordinance.  These shall include, but are not limited to:

a.
Development of a loan application form that certifies:

(1)
The applicant is the owner of the property the loan will become a lien against;

(2)
The project has met the requirements of Section B and C for the project; and

(3)
That the project has met construction standards as defined in Minnesota Statutes § 115.57, Subd. 7 requiring all repairs and improvements to SSTS’s be performed by a licensed individual sewage treatment professional and complies with rules adopted pursuant to § 115.55, Subd. 3, and other applicable requirements.  All improvements to wells under this Section must be made by a well contractor or a limited well contractor, as appropriate, licensed under Chapter 103I.

b.
Provide a notice to the borrower that states the following information:

(1)
the amount to be assessed against the property;

(2)
the right of the property owner to prepay the entire assessment;

(3)
the public official to whom prepayment must be made;

(4)
the time within which prepayment must be made without the assessment of interest;

(5)
the rate of interest to be accrued if the assessment is not prepaid within the required time period;

(6)
the period of the assessment; and

(7)
The requirement that the owner will comply will all aspects of this County’s Subsurface Ordinance including all maintenance, required pumping of the system and records of maintenance.

c.
Develop loan agreement and satisfaction forms that will be recorded in the office of the County Recorder.

d.
Approval of loan applications with quarterly reports to the County Board on status of loans.

SECTION 8
ASSESSMENTS

An amount loaned under the loan program, including accruing interest, shall be a lien against the real property for which the improvement was made and shall be assessed against the property or properties benefited.  The Administrator of the loan program shall file a lien against said properties in the Office of the County Recorder in favor of the County.  The Administrator shall file a satisfaction of the lien when the amount has been paid in full.

The administrator of the loan program shall certify to the County Auditor by November 30th of each year any new loans so that they may be placed upon the tax rolls for the following year(s).

SECTION 9
PREPAYMENTS

Loans may be prepaid by submitting the entire amount due by November 30th of each year to the County Treasurer.  The County Treasurer shall certify prepaid loans to the County Auditor by November 30th of each year so the assessment may be removed from the tax rolls for the following year.

SECTION 10
INTEREST

The County Board, in consultation with the County Treasurer shall set the interest rate to be charged on loan agreements entered into during the following year by November 15th of each year when using county cash balances.  The County Board, in consultation with the County Treasurer may adjust the percentage of interest at any time during the year by resolution.

If bonds or certificates of indebtedness are issued, interest rates shall be charged as applicable rules and requirements dictate.

SECTION 11
SOURCE OF FUNDS

The County may use available cash to fund loans under the program.  The County Board, after consulting with the County Treasurer, shall by resolution designate the amount of funds available for project loans.

The County may issue bonds in accordance with Chapter 475 to finance the program, except that an election is not required and the obligations are not subject to the general limit on net debt for the county as provided by Minnesota Statutes § 115.57, Subd. 5.  Financing may also be provided by issuing certificates of indebtedness.  Interest rates and terms for loans made through county issued debt shall be set in accordance with applicable rules.

SECTION 12
EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
Discussion was held regarding the formation of a policy to guide staff on eligible costs to be included in a loan for an SSTS system.
