JUNE 23, 2010
The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met in emergency session at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 2:00 p.m. on June 24, 2010.  The following members were present:  Butch Erichsrud, Bill Groskreutz, John Roper, and Tom Warmka Commissioners. Commissioner Tom Loveall was absent. Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Brian Roverud also attended.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Bill Groskreutz.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

The Chair stated the reason for the meeting was to consider a resolution requesting that Fariabult County be declared a federal disaster area due to storms on June 17, 2010.

Terry Campbell, Emergency Services Director/Deputy Sheriff, met with the board to explain the request.  Campbell stated the 3 houses were destroyed, 3 received major damage, 14 had minor damage and 49 were affected by the storms.  The damage numbers included buildings on home sites other than houses.   Local governments should be eligible for reimbursement of public safety services, fire and emergency services and clean up services.  Individuals may also be reimbursed for eligible costs and other services.

 Motion by Tom Warmka, second by JohnRoper to approve the following resolution.

R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  the County of Faribault has sustained severe losses of major proportion, caused by tornadoes on the date of June 17, 2010; and

WHEREAS,  Faribault County is a public entity within the State of Minnesota; and

WHEREAS,  substantial damage has been sustained to public and private property, as outlined in the attached damage assessment forms; and

WHEREAS,  the cost of recovery from this disaster is beyond the resources available within the county, and state and federal resources are necessary;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of County Commissioners, for and on behalf of the citizens of Faribault County, request the Governor of the State of Minnesota to petition the President of the United States to declare the County of Faribault, Minnesota, to be a major disaster area, through appropriate channels.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this request is for:

1.  The Public Assistance (Infrastructure Support) and Individual Assistance Programs as offered under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act.

2. The Hazard Mitigation Program, as offered under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Emergency Management Director is authorized to coordinate the damage survey teams with local government, and assist in the administration of the disaster recovery process, as needed.
Motion passed 4-0 with Warmka, Ericshrud, Roper and Groskreutz voting yes.   

The meeting was adjourned.
