JULY 6, 2010
The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on July 6, 2010.  The following members were present: Butch Erichsrud, Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, and Tom Warmka, Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Brian Roverud were also present.

Roper/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the June 15, 2010 regular meeting and the June 23, 2010 emergency meeting.

Central Services Director Brenda Ripley met regarding office business.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried to replace the Maintenance Man I position at the Wells garage in the Public Works Department.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Erichsrud, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.  Commissioner Loveall voted no.

Gary Agren spoke on the Faribault County Military Family & Community.

Tom Huper, Steve Huper, John Huston , Duane Johnson, Scott Johnson, Dave O’Rourke, Marlin Prange, Ronald Schmidt, Steve Schmidt, Marvin Schultz, and Leo Wach of Wells; Orville Courrier of Walters appeared during public comment regarding the Bridge No. 22607 replacement project.  Tom Huper of Wells felt the bridge design was going to slow down the flow of water and cause flooding upstream.   Public Works Director John McDonald responded to questions on design.  Several others also had the same concern with the bridge.  Marvin Schultz of Wells spoke against the design.  Steve Huper of Wells discussed the design.  Scott Johnson of Wells spoke against the design.   Leo Wach of Wells spoke against the design.  Dave O'Rourke of Wells spoke on design.  Marlin Prange of Wells spoke against the design.

Emergency Services Director/Deputy Sheriff Terry Campbell met regarding ARMER radio business.  

 

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 10-CB-25 for a grant from the South Central Minnesota Regional Radio Board for ARMER ready mobile radios.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  the Faribault County Board of Commissioners has considered the need for the ARMER radio system and 

WHEREAS, the South Central Minnesota Regional Radio Board administers grants for the ARMER radio system and additional PSIC grant funds are available,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the County of Faribault intends to use its share of additional PSIC grant funds allocated to purchase mobile/portable radios which are ARMER approved,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Faribault County will match the $23,485 in grant funds available with $5,872 in County funds and that such funds have been set aside in an account specifically for this purpose and will not use any other grant funds as a match,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Auditor-Treasurer-Coordinator is hereby authorized to sign any letter and/or grant agreement to secure such funding. 
The board was updated on other grant opportunities.   

 

An update was given on FEMA damage from June 17, 2010 storms and possible additions to the original declaration. 

 

Roper/Warmka motion carried unanimously to authorize the expenditure of $1,000 to the  Region 1 Emergency Management Board in care of the fiscal agent, Olmsted County.

County Recorder Nancy Huff met regarding office business.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve an agreement with the State of Minnesota to continue as a satellite office for UCC filings.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.

Bridge bids were considered on Bridge 22602 and 22607.  The engineer discussed the three options on accepting the bids:  approve as planned, reject and split the project, or not build 22607 at this time.  

 

Roper/Loveall motion to accept the low bid from Structural Specialties, Inc. of $335,939.66 for  Bridge No. 22602 and No. 22607 failed.  Commissioners Loveall and Roper voted yes.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, and Warmka voted no.  

 

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried to reject all bids for Bridge No. 22602 and No. 22607 and re-advertise.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, and Warmka voted yes.  Commissioners Loveall and Roper voted no.
 

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried to redesign Bridge No. 22607 and hire Erickson Engineering to design the bridge.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, and Warmka voted yes.  Commissioners Loveall and Roper voted no.  

 

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 10-RB8-26 to obtain bridge bonding for Bridge No. 22610.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  Faribault County has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for construction of Bridge No. 22610; and

WHEREAS,  the Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and

WHEREAS,  the amount of the grant has been determined to be $171,088.05 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Faribault County does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, Section 174.50, Subdivision 5, Clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.  The proper county officers are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation concerning the above-referenced grant.

BE IT FURTHER RESOVED,  that whereas federal-aid funds are being used to participate in the cost of the bridge, the Minnesota State Transportation Fund grant shall be deposited directly into the federal-aid agency account and that the records of the County shall so state.
 

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution10-RB9-27 the final payment to Upland Brothers for the Project No. 63110 in the amount of $138,393.55.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  the construction contract for bituminous work has in all things been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises,            

NOW THEN, BE IT RESOLVED  that we do hereby accept said completed project for and in behalf of the County of Faribault and authorize final payment of $138,393.55 to the Ulland Brothers.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 01-RB10-28 supporting the application and grant agreement for snowmobile trail maintenance.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

the County of Faribault desires to maintain the existing public snowmobile trail; and,

WHEREAS,
the Minnesota Trails Assistance Program provides grants to local units of governments for the maintenance of recreational trails pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 84.83(1995); and,

the Faribault County Public Works has applied to the State for a grant aid and presented the agreement for said trails and has submitted the Minnesota Assistance Program’s application forms.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners fully supports and approves the application and grant agreement.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the contract with the Stateliner Snowmobile Club and the Blue Earth Snow Rovers Club for snowmobile trail maintenance for the 2010-2011 season.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve the advertising for road salt.
