Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-CB-34 setting the 2011 budget at $19,997,506 for revenues, $20,254,422 for expenditures, and the levy at $9,050,762.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that a copy of the proposed budget be on file with the County Auditor.
Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to set the final budget and levy meeting on December 21, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. with the regular board meeting starting at 4:00 p.m.

County Assessor Sue Wiltse met with the board regarding office business.  An office update was presented.

County Attorney Brian Roverud met regarding the settlement agreement with Seneca Foods Corp.  The Bricelyn values will be returned to the payable 2008 values.  A 3.1 million assessment will be for 2008 – 2010 as presented earlier.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to accept the following property valuation reductions per the tax court settlement agreement with Seneca Foods Corp. as presented by the County Assessor: 


On Parcel No. 22-010-0940 in Bricelyn a $177,500 reduction to the property valuation in 2009, a $177,500 reduction to the property valuation in 2010, and set the property valuation in 2011 to $318,700.


On Parcel Nos. 21-325-0310, 21-017-0311, 21-325-0210, and 21-017-0310 in Blue Earth a $540,300 reduction to the property valuation in 2009, a $540,300 reduction to the property valuation in 2010, and a $159,400 reduction to the property valuation in 2011.

Roper/Erichsrud motion to approve the proposed schedule for planning and zoning activities was withdrawn.

Erichsrud/Warmka motion carried unanimously to table the proposed schedule for planning and zoning activities to the September 21, 2010 meeting.  

The wind ordinance was discussed.

Douglas presented a grant application for a Clean Water Partnership grant.

Erichsrud/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve an application for a Clean Water Partnership grant in the amount of $36,842 for a bank stabilization project and a Septic Data Base program grant in the amount of $51,853.
