R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  
the Minnesota solid waste management tax requires political subdivisions to identify by resolution a market price if the political subdivision : 

a. Subsidizes the cost of service at a facility; or

b. Directly bills on a property tax statement for organized collection of municipal solid waste

Whereas,
the political subdivision will be liable for any solid waste management tax based only on the market price amount identified through the resolution.

Whereas,
the market price is identified in state statute as the lowest price available in the area;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  the Faribault County Board declares a market price of $34 - $35 per ton for a facility, based on a tipping fee amount of $26.50 per ton at the Dickenson County Landfill and additional transportation costs.
