The following members were present: Butch Erichsrud, Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, and Tom Warmka, Commissioners. The meeting was called to order by Chair Groskreutz.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the November 2, 2010 regular meeting.

Committee reports were given.  Roper reported on the Economic Development Agency, State Auditor, and Minnesota Valley Action Council; Warmka reported on the Association of Minnesota Counties Futures; Loveall reported on Region 9 transit, Judicial Ditch 116, and Planning and Zoning.

Tax Clerk Lorrie Krosch met regarding SSTS loans.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve SSTS loan subordination for Jonathan Janzig on Document #337672 dated September 13, 2006.

Central Services Director Brenda Ripley met regarding office business.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to advertise in-house for the union Senior Technical Clerk position in the Recorder’s office.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to replace the secretary position in the Recorder’s office if the employee is hired for the Senior Technical Clerk position.
Roper/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve advertising for a full-time union position of a B24 Accountant in the Auditor-Treasurer office.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve a 0% increase in appointed, non-union, and elected position employees and a freeze on any steps in 2011.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to set the $5,000 deductible HSA plan as the base county health insurance plan.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to increase the county per pay period contribution towards employee benefits as follows:  $25.00 to those enrolled in the Triple Gold, $3,000 VEBA, and the $3,000 HSA insurance plans; $75 to those enrolled in the $5,000 HSA insurance plan and to front load the account of employees enrolled in the $5,000 HSA with six months contribution of $1,493.96.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman met regarding planning and zoning business.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 10-CB-43 for a conditional use permit for David and Joseph Cartwright on an autobody repair and auto sales business in Verona Township.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS:  David and Joseph Cartwright applied for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for a Business to operate an Autobody Repair and Auto Sales Business in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

The site is in the A-2 Agriculture District located in the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4), Section 11, Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-eight (28) West, Verona Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.  

WHEREAS:
The Planning Commission finds:

a.  That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b.  That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c.  That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d.  The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e.  The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f.  That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  That the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for David and Joseph Cartwright for a Business to operate an Autobody Repair and Auto Sales Business in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting November 15, 2012.

2. Any signage for the business to be erected shall be in compliance with Section 15, B – Sign Regulations of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance and any state highway requirements.

3. SSTS compliance and maintenance be performed in accordance with Section 23 of the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance. 

4. No more than 5 unlicensed and/or inoperable cars can be stored on site.

5. All federal, state, and local permits, if required, need to be obtained and implemented.

6. The Conditional Use Permit must be reviewed if property is transferred.
