Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman and David Gross of ITC Midwest met regarding a conditional use permit hearing.
Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-PZ01-02 for a permit for expansion within property currently owned by ITC Midwest LLC in Blue Earth City Township.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  ITC Midwest LLC applied for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for the expansion within the property currently owned by the applicant, an upgrade of the existing control equipment, fencing and a new control building in an A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

All the tract or parcel of land, lying and being in the County of Faribault and State of Minnesota, described as follows, to-wit: Commencing at a point Two Hundred Thirteen (213) feet North and Thirty-three (33) feet East of the Southwest corner of the Northwest Quarter of Section Fifteen (15) in Township One Hundred Two (102) North of Range Twenty-seven (27) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, running thence South Eighty (80) feet, thence North Oe Hundred Thirty-eight (138) feet, thence West approximately Ninety-seven (97) feet to the point of beginning.
AND

A tract commencing at a point 75 feet North and 130 feet East of the Southwest corner of the Northwest Quarter of Section Fifteen (15) in Township One Hundred Two (102) North of Range Twenty-seven (27) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, running thence East 100 feet, thence North 188 feet, thence West 180.5 feet, thence South 50 feet, thence East 80.5 feet, thence South 138 feet to place of beginning.

AND

Commencing at a point Seventy-five (75) feet North and Fifty (50) feet East of the Southwest corner of the Northwest Quarter of Section Fifteen (15) in Township One Hundred Two (102) North of Range Twenty-seven (27) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, running thence North Fifty-eight (58) feet, thence West Six (6) inches, thence South Fifty-eight (58) feet, and thence East Six (6) inches to point of beginning. 

WHEREAS,
The Planning Commission finds:

a. That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for ITC Midwest LLC for an upgrade of the existing control equipment, fencing and a new control building in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting January 24, 2013.

2. Construction of control building to commence by January 24, 2013.

3. Security lighting and fencing be maintained and be kept in working condition by the applicant.

Stindtman informed the board that the approved application for the Big Blue wind farm in Jo Daviess Township has been filed with the county.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  Discussion was held regarding moving permits issued by the Public Works department and new permit fees.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve effective February 1, 2011 moving permit fees if over 8 feet 6 inches wide, over 13 feet 6 inches high, trailer over 53 feet long, and over 80,000 pounds as follows: 

Over Size only: $25 administration fee

Over Weight under 110,000 pounds: $100

Over Weight over 110,000 pounds: $6.00 per esal per mile plus $25 administration fee
