Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Technician Shane Johnson met regarding office business.  Regional Feedlot Contact Wayne Cords of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) also attended.  The 2010 Annual County Feedlot Officer and Performance Credit Report was discussed.
Roper/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to accept the 2010 Annual County Feedlot Officer and Performance Credit Report as presented.

A feedlot notice hearing was held on a proposed feedlot by Doug and Christie Wetzel of Wells.  Shane Johnson explained the feedlot proposed.  Proper notice was given.  Groskreutz presented a letter from Myron Stenzel of Wells opposing the location of the feedlot.  Tony Mosser of Wells spoke his opposition to the project.  Doug Wetzel, owner of the project, spoke on his proposal.  Wetzel stated he will be using every effort to minimize the odor.  Andrew Nesseth, Environmental Feedlot Consultant spoke that he has worked with the owner and discussed the techniques he helped the owner develop.  Nesseth also helped with the location of the project.  Brett Sindelar, landowner near the facility, was grateful for the openess of the owners in explaining their project.  A letter from Tim and Sue Rollenhagen of Wells, neighbors to the project, was read stating their opposition to the project.  MPCA Regional Feedlot Contact Wayne Cords explained the “odor” rules of MPCA.  Denny Rollenhagen of Wells spoke in opposition due to the odor.  Rollenhagen asked owners to implement necessary items to control odor.  Commissioner Groskreutz stated the county has restrictive guidelines.  Discussion was held on the environmental models used to site the project.  Wayne Minse of Wells asked about the waste disposal.
The public hearing was closed.
