The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met pursuant to the recess of March 1, 2011 at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on March 15, 2011.  The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Warmka.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the February 25, 2011 special meeting and March 1, 2011 regular meeting.

Committee reports were given.  Young reported on township meeting, road issue, Human Services executive meeting, and Prairieland executive meeting; Roper reported on planning and zoning meeting, Prairieland issue, South Central Workforce annual report, township meeting, health insurance committee, airport zoning meeting, and Resource Conservation and Development Council, Faribault County Economic Development Administration(FCEDA);  Loveall reported on the land use seminar; Groskreutz reported on Human Services conference call, County Road 16 improvement meeting, SHIP meeting in Wells area, FCEDA, township annual meeting, land use seminar, Greater Blue Earth River Basin Alliance meeting, Wells City Council meeting; Warmka reported on County Road 16 public meeting, township meetings, and Association of Minnesota Counties Board of Directors.

Central Service Director Brenda Ripley met regarding office business.

Groskreutz/Young motion carried unanimously to reclassify Trish Gjere in the Auditor’s office to a B22 Senior Technical Clerk.
Roper/Young motion to allow up to 160 hour of voluntary leave without pay failed.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted no.
Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve a contract with Gallagher Benefit Services Inc. of Bloomington to provide basic request for proposal (RFP) services for healthcare benefits.

Prairieland Solid Waste Coordinator Billeye Rabbe met regarding office business.

Roper/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the purchase of three trailers at $2,000 each from Green Tech of Mankato to be used for electronic and appliance collection and transportation.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman met regarding office business.  
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-PZ03-06 amending the local water management plan.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
Whereas, Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 103B.301, Comprehensive Local Water Management Act, authorizes Minnesota Counties to develop and implement a local water management plan, and

Whereas,  Faribault County currently has a state approved local water management plan that covers the period of January 2007 through December 2016, and

Whereas, this local water management plan contains a Five-Year Focus Plan, which covers the years of January 2007 through December 2011, and

Whereas, the state’s Findings of Fact, Conclusion and Order approving the Faribault County’s local water management plan specifies that the Five-Year Focus Plan will be required to be updated by December 2011, and 

Whereas, Faribault County has determined that the updated Five-Year Focus Plan and continued implementation of a local water management plan will help promote the health and welfare of the citizens of  Faribault County, and

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved, that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners resolve to amend it current local water management plan by providing for the required update of the Five-Year Focus Plan.

Be it Further Resolved that Faribault County will coordinate its planning efforts with all local units of government within the county, and the state review agencies.

Be it Further Resolved that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners delegates the Local Water Management Task Force with the responsibility of amending the plan pursuant to M.S. 103B.301 and shall report to the County Board on a periodic basis.

Stindtman reviewed the report she gave at a Greater Blue Earth River Basin Association committee meeting.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  

State Aid Engineer Doug Haeder from District 7 of the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT) also attended.  Discussion was held regarding a possible turn back of State Highway 109 to the county.  MnDOT would like to have a decision from the board.  Haeder stated that the proposed improvements to the road would still take place no matter what the Board’s decision was, as far as he knew.
Roper/Loveall motion carried unanimously to not accept the turn back of State Highway 109 from the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT).  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

McDonald stated that spring weight restrictions have been put in place.  A meeting on County Road 16 was held.  A graph was handed out showing the cost of snow and ice control since 2000.

Young/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to obtain quotes on two disc mowers.

Discussion was held regarding a GIS parcel map project.
Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously to enter into an agreement with The Schneider Corporation for the development and maintenance of a parcel map layer and for the first flight of Pictometry for $148,824.50 which will be funded by recording fees.

Sheriff Mike Gormley met regarding office business.
Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-CB-07 for a mutual aid agreement with Freeborn, Steele, and Mower Counties for the emergency housing of detainees of jail facilities.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  this agreement is entered into made pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 471.59 which authorized the joint and cooperative exercise of powers common to Faribault, Freeborn, Mower, and Steel Counties.

WHEREAS,  The intent of the Agreement is to make equipment, personnel, Adult Detention Center of jail facilities and other resources available to a requesting party from one or more responding parties in the event of a natural disaster, fire, riot or other unforeseen circumstances that would cause the jail or Adult Detention Center of a requesting party to be inoperable for resident detainees.  The parties intend to work cooperatively, as needed, during emergency situations to house detainees from a Requesting party in the jail or Adult Detention Centers of Responding Parties, when such an emergency need arises.

WHEREAS,  this agreement is expressly and exclusively intended to authorize requests for assistance as defined above when an “Emergency Housing of Detainees: situation arises.

WHEREAS,  this agreement will be in force for the period of ten (10) years when terminated as provided

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Faribault County authorizes the County Board Chairman and Faribault County Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto.
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-CB-08 entering into a five-year joint powers agreement with the Minnesota State Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA) to use system and tools from their criminal justice data communications network.

R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  the County of Faribault on behalf of it’s County Attorney and Sheriff desires to enter into Joint Powers Agreements with the State of Minnesota, Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension to use systems and tools available over the State’s criminal justice data communications network for which the County is eligible.  The Joint Powers Agreements further provide the County with the ability to add, modify and delete connectivity, systems and tools over the five year life of the agreement and obligates the County to pay the costs for the network connection.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  by the County Board of Faribault, Minnesota as follows:

1.  That the State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreements by and between the State of Minnesota acting through its Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension and the County of Faribault on behalf of its County Attorney and Sheriff are hereby approved.  Copies of the two Joint Powers Agreements are attached to this Resolution and made a part of it.

2. That the Sheriff, Mike Gormley, or his successor, is designated the Authorized Representative for the Sheriff.  The Authorized Representative is also authorized to sign any subsequent amendment or agreement that may be required by the State of Minnesota to maintain the County’s connection to the systems and tools offered by the State.  
To assist the Authorized Representative with the administration of the agreement, the Technical Administrative Assistant II, Sharon Determan, is appointed as the Authorized Representative’s designee.
3. That the County Attorney, Troy Timmerman, or his successor, is designated the Authorized Representative for the County Attorney.  The Authorized Representative is also authorized to sign any subsequent amendment or agreement that may be required by the State of Minnesota to maintain the County’s connection to the systems and tools offered by the State.  

To assist the Authorized Representative with the administration of the agreement, the Paralegal, Nancy Haas, is appointed as the Authorized Representative’s designee.
4. That Tom Warmka, the Chair of the County of Faribault, and John L. Thompson, the County Board Clerk, are authorized to sign the State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreements.
