Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 11-CB-17 to participate in the Renter Rehab Deferred Loan Program through Southwest Minnesota Housing Partnership.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously  to adopt Resolution 11-RB01-19 to act as the fiscal agent for the snowmobile clubs in the county.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N

BE IT RESOLVED that the County of Faribault act as the legal sponsor for an application for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for maintenance & grooming of the snowmobile trails managed by Blue Earth Snow Rovers, Stateliner’s Snowmobile Club, and Blue Earth River Trails.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon approval of its application by the State, the County of Faribault may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above referenced project and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in the agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that John McDonald Director/Engineer of the Public Works Dept. and John Thompson County Auditor are authorized to sign such an agreement with the Department of Natural Resources.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that John McDonald Director/Engineer of the Public Works Department is hereby authorized to serve as the fiscal agent for the above referenced project.
Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to reappoint Public Works Director/Engineer John McDonald to a four year term ending April 30, 2015.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to authorize Michele Stindtman to sign a grant agreement for a 319 Grant application on behalf of the county.
