Resource Conservation Technician John Meyer of the Soil and Water office met regarding the final spraying contract with Teryjon Aviation, Inc.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve a contract with Teryjon Aviation, Inc. to spray county ditches and judicial ditches with chemical herbicides at $32.59 per acre for 2011.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve a sub-grant agreement for federal assistance from FEMA for flood damage to the drainage system of $72,292.98.

Sheriff Mike Gormley and Chief Deputy Scott Adams met regarding ATV grant.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve the trade in of a 2008 Polaris Sportsman 90 and 1994 Suzuki mini truck toward the purchase of a 2009 Polaris Ranger from Lakes Mills Motor Sports for $4,800 with the ATV grant covering $4,790 of the purchase.  One other quote was received from Doug’s Sports Center of Fairmont for a 2011 Arctic Cat 550 for $7,049 plus trade.

County Attorney Troy Timmerman presented the food service contract.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve the Sentencing to Service contract with the State of Minnesota for July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2013 not to exceed $115,668.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  A construction update was given.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to award the road striping contract to AAA Striping Service Co. for $162,994 with $87,800 being Faribault County’s share.  One other bid was received from Traffic Marking Service, Inc. for $168,162.
Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously to award a bridge replacement contract to M & K Bridge Construction for the replacement of one bridge on County Road 126 north of Bricelyn and one bridge on CSAH 2 northwest of Elmore for $977,358 with the supplemental agreement that no work shall commence on either project until the county is assured that the State of Minnesota can provide the necessary assistance.  Other bids received were $1,131,032.95 from Minnowa Construction, $1,141,684.74 from Structural Specialties, Inc., and $1,176,541.54 from Duininck Inc.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve a sub-grant agreement for federal assistance from FEMA for flood damage to roads of $57,542.12.
