The meeting was called to order by Chair Warmka.

Young/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the June 7, 2011 regular meeting and June 13, 2011 board of equalization meeting.

Committee reports were given.  Roper reported on South Central Workforce and Minnesota Valley Action Council; Groskreutz reported on Minnesota Valley Action Council and feedback from other counties on law enforcement coverage with cities; and Warmka reported on Quad Cities police.

Discussion was held regarding improvement to County Ditch 79 in Brush Creek Township.

Set July 19, 2011 at 1:00 p.m. for a public hearing on improvement to County Ditch 79 in Brush Creek Township.

Nathan Crane, June Sorenson, and Donna Leff met regarding extension business.  Leff updated the board on 4-H activities.  Sorenson updated the board on the Nutrition program and presented Sarah Smith’s final report.

Central Services Director Brenda Ripley assumed clerking the board.

Crane updated the board on the effects of a state shutdown on Extension.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  A construction update was given.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-RB05-28 accepting a $572,234 grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for the construction of Bridge No. 22605.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  Faribault County has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for construction of Bridge No. 22605; and

WHEREAS,  the Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and

WHEREAS,  the amount of the grant has been determined to be $572,234.00 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Faribault County does hereby agreed to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, Section 274.50, Subdivision 5, clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve advertising for bids on the pavement rehabilitation and bridge replacement on CSAH 16 from TH253 to TH22 and to set the bid opening on July 12, 2011.
This bid letting would be in jeopardy if the state shut down.

Roper/Young motion carried unanimously to approve entering into an agreement with Bonestroo Engineering to provide design services for replacement of Bridge 9965 on CSAH 1 at a projected fee of approximately $28,000.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to seal coat CSAH 21 within the City of Minnesota Lake with RePlay from Bargen Inc. at a cost of $26,700.

Roper/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 11-RB06-29 for final payment on SAP 22-609-08 of $20,050.25 to M & K Bridge Construction for a total cost of $344,721.16.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

WHEREAS,  SAP 22-609-08 has in all things been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises,            

NOW THEN, BE IT RESOLVED  that we do hereby accept said completed project for and in behalf of the County of Faribault and authorize final payment of $20,050.25 to M & K Bridge Construction.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman and Resource Conservation Technician John Meyer met regarding office business. 

Meyer reviewed the estimate for repair on JD13 in Rome Township.

Roper/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve up to $24,000 for repair to approximately 1500 feet on JD 13 in Rome Township.

Meyer updated the board on several projects.
Stindtman presented a conditional use permit for the City of Elmore.

Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 11-PZ05-30 granting a conditional use permit to the City of Elmore for stabilization ponds in Elmore Township.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The City of Elmore applied for a conditional use permit under the Faribault County zoning ordinance requesting a conditional use permit for stabilization ponds in an A-1 Shoreland District and the A-2 General Ag District located at the following described property:


The Northeast Quarter (NE ¼) ) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼ ) Section Twenty-nine (29), Township One Hundred One (101) North, Range Twenty-seven (27) West, Elmore Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.

WHEREAS,
The Planning Commission finds:

1. That the proposed use meets the standards of the current zoning ordinance including this use is allowed with a conditional use permit in the designated zoning district in which it is proposed;

2. That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood;

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

5. The proposed use will not have an effect on the environment including impacts on groundwater, surface water, and air quality, or on existing natural historic, or scenic views of features in the surrounding neighborhood;

6. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the agriculture district and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

7. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  That the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approves the conditional use permit for the City of Elmore for stabilization ponds in an A-1 shoreland district and the A-2 general ag district with the following conditions:

1. A maintenance fee of $50.00 every two years shall be paid as long as the conditional use is in effect starting June 13, 2013.

2. It is the responsibility of the City of Elmore to ensure that all MN Statutes and MN Rules are in place and being adhered to.

3. This conditional use permit approves only that use specifically identified in the application material(s) dated May 18, 2011.  Any alteration or enlargement of the use requires an amended conditional use permit.

4. This conditional use permit shall terminate if the approved use is discontinued for a period of more than one year.
