JULY 19, 2011
The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met pursuant to the recess of July 5, 2011 at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on July 19, 2011.  The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Warmka.

Roper/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the July 5, 2011 regular meeting.

Young/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the amended agenda of July 19, 2011.

Committee reports were given.  Young reported on Human Services Director interviews;  Roper reported on RC&D, MVAC awards, and Faribault County EDA; Loveall reported on labor negotiations, Region 9; Groskreutz reported on MVAC, Faribault County EDA, Wells EDA, and Mn River Board; and Warmka reported on AMC webinar and GBERBA meeting.

Winnebago City Administrator Austin Bleess met regarding Economic Development Authority (EDA) issues.  Bleess  presented a plan to redesign EDA delivery service.  Bleess proposed giving $10,000 each to the cities of Winnebago, Blue Earth, and Wells out of the $50,000 the county budgets for economic development.  Bleess claims that the three EDA’s of Wells, Blue Earth, and Winnebago support this proposal.  A proposed draft contract similar to the Library Services contract was discussed.
Blue Earth City Administrator Kathy Bailey stated that the plan is in the early stages of discussion and that no decision has been made by the City of Blue Earth to end Faribault County Development Corporation relationship.

Faribault County Development Corporation President Travis Kiester discussed that organization’s viewpoint.

Rob Hammond of Blue Earth, speaking on his own behalf, stated his understanding of economic development history in Faribault County leading up to the formation of the Faribault County Development Corporation.

Faribault County Development Corporation Director Linsey Warmka spoke on the activities of that organization.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman and Resource Conservation Technician John Meyer met regarding office business.  Meyer updated the board on the Blue Earth River grant project.  Discussion was held regarding the 50 foot buffer of public waters.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  A construction update was given.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve the purchase of 400 tons of deicing salt from Central Salt, LLC of Elgin IL at a price of $61.07 per ton.  Four other bids were received: $65.88 per ton from Independent Salt Company of Kanopolis KS, $74.88 per ton from Cargill Inc. of Minneapolis MN, $78.00 from North American Salt Inc. of Overland Park KS, and $83.68 per ton from Morton International, Inc. of Chicago IL.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve a quote from Fairmont Ford of Fairmont on a ¾ ton pickup for $29,483.80.  One other quote was received from Hinckley Chevrolet of Wells for $31,530.75.

Young/Roper motion carried unanimously to discuss the bid process on CR 16 project.
Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to award the Contract #61620 for SAP 22-616-021, SAP 22-616-024, and SP22-616-20 to Ulland Brothers, Inc. for $3,298,715.80.  One other bid was received from Duininck Inc. for $4,081,543.36.

Cory to attend a 1-day ethics course in Austin and a 5-day mass appraisal basics in St. Cloud.
