 the Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and

WHEREAS, 
the amount of the grant has been determined to be $339,425.00 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that Faribault County does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5, clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.
Loveall/Roper motion carried unanimously to seek quotes for overlay on County Road 19.
