The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met pursuant to the recess of November 1, 2011 at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on November 15, 2011.  The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Warmka.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Groskreutz/Young motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the November 1, 2011 regular meeting.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the agenda of November 15, 2011, as amended.

Central Services Director Brenda Ripley met regarding office business.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to hire Lori Grathwohl of Granada as secretary in the Recorder’s office.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the 2011 contract with Law Enforcement Labor Services.
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to pre-load the accounts of employees enrolling in the $5000 deductible insurance plans for the first time in 2012,  with the equivalent of six months contribution.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve a 1% pay increase to the non-union for 2011 to be paid retro to January 1.

Public Works Director John McDonald met to discuss office business.  A construction update was given.

Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 11-PZ07-44 to appoint the Minnesota Department of Transportation Commissioner as agent of the county to accept federal aid funds.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

BE IT RESOLVED,  that pursuant to Minnesota Statute Section 161.36. the Commissioner of transportation be appoint as Agent of the County of Faribault to accept as its agent, federal aid funds which may be made available for eligible transportation related projects.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  the Chair and the County Auditor/Treasurer are hereby authorized and directed for an on behalf of the County to execute and enter into an agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation prescribing the terms and conditions of said federal aid participation as set forth and contained in “Minnesota Department of Transportation Agency Agreement No. 00022”, a copy of which said agreement was before the county board and which is made a part hereof reference.

Roper/Young motion carried unanimously to send Prairieland Compost Facility $55,900 for changes to the building and a new loader.
