R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  CSAH 16 between TH 22 and Freeborn County runs parallel to Interstate 90 and is functionally classified as a Major Collector, and

WHEREAS,  CSAH 16 and TH 22 and Freeborn County is not an all season 10 ton route, and

WHEREAS,  the outer edge on the current pavement is vertical, resulting in a potentially dangerous situation for vehicles who veer off the pavement,

BE IT RESOLVED,  that Faribault County supports applying for Local Road Improvement Program funding for the Rehabilitation of CSAH 16 from Trunk Highway 22 to the Freeborn County line; included in this project is the upgrading of this section of roadway to an all season 10 ton route.  Also included is installation of a safety edge and the partial paving of the shoulders in horizontal curves.
Young/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve 12-RB02-03 for final payment to Ulland Brothers for CSAH 16 from Trunk Highway 253 to Trunk Highway 22 of $161,629.11.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

WHEREAS,  CSAH 16 from Trunk Highway 253 to Trunk Highway 22 has in all things been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises,            

NOW THEN, BE IT RESOLVED  that we do hereby accept said completed             project for and in behalf of the County of Faribault and authorize final payment of $161,629.11 to Ulland Brothers.
