in regular session at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on March 6, 2012. The meeting was called to order by Chair Roper.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the February 21, 2012 regular meeting.

Young reported on the Huntley well head meeting, drainage seminar, Blue Earth city council meeting, and comprehensive plan; Loveall reported on the drainage contractor’s meeting; Groskreutz reported on MVAC, drainage seminar, Department of Health meeting, and a video conference; and Roper reported on the contractor’s meeting, drainage seminar, Work Force meeting, insurance meeting, and RC&D.

Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to authorize advertising for a secretarial position in the adult probation office.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve an SSTS loan to Claire and Diane Olson on Parcel No. 08.025.0300 for $11,400.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman and Planning and Zoning Chair Morris Hanson, Jr. met regarding the extension of the pipeline moratorium.
The planning and zoning committee recommends that an extension of the present moratorium be granted.  The reason for the extension is that this ordinance is being drafted with no template to follow.  Stindtman, Hanson, and County Attorney Timmerman stated that they are close to passing but extra time is needed to hold public meetings.  It is not expected that the full year will be needed.  Monthly meetings will be held by the planning and zoning to complete the ordinance.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 12-PZ03-11 to extend the interim moratorium on the issuance of permits for and the establishment of commercial, industrial, and manufacturing operations or activities, including pipelines that are not an essential service that discharge waste waters into protected waters of the state and prohibiting their location within the county until March 17, 2013.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners of Faribault County, Minnesota, as follows:

1. The Board of Commissioners of Faribault County hereby approves and adopts the attached Faribault County Ordinance extending the study period and moratorium on the issuance of permits for the establishment of Commercial, Industrial and Manufacturing Operations or Activities that discharge wastewater into protected waters of the state, and prohibiting their location within the county. 

Section 1   Purpose and Intent

The purpose and intent of this Ordinance is to extend an interim moratorium that was originally adopted on March 17, 2011.  This interim ordinance placed a moratorium on the issuance of permits for and the establishment of commercial, industrial, and manufacturing operations or activities, including pipelines that are not an essential service that discharge waste waters into protected waters of the state and prohibiting their location within the county. 

Section 2   Authority

This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to that authority granted in Minn. Stat. 394.34, entitled “Interim Zoning”.

Section 3   Effective Date

This ordinance shall be in full force and in effect for an additional year, until March 17, 2013.

Young/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to advertise for 151,000 gallons of seal coat oil for 2012.
Safety projects were discussed.  Minnesota Department of Transportation (MNDOT) had several projects that were suggested. McDonald recommended that street lights be placed at intersections of county hard surfaced roads and trunk highways.   A plan must be in place if funding is available.  The engineer will notify MNDOT that the county would spend funds on intersection lights.
