Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD) Urban Outreach Specialist Michele Wigern and Terry Bovee of the Minnesota Department of Health met regarding well head protection plan. The Department of Health and the SWCD are cooperating in a joint venture to provide services for communities under 3,300 in population.  Cities are eligible for $10,000 non-matching grant if a plan is in place along with other options.
