Commissioner Tom Warmka was present by conference call but did not vote on any official action.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Roper.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the April 3, 2012 regular meeting.

Young reported on JD7; Loveall reported on Elm Creek meeting with the University of Minnesota, Region 9 negotiations, Bass Lake outlet meeting with DNR; Groskreutz reported on negotiations, Region 9 renewable energy, BGERBA executive, land use seminar, and transit update; and Roper reported on land use seminar.

Economic Development Coordinator Linsey Warmka of Faribault County Development Corporation (FCDC) met regarding office business.  Warmka presented the 2011 annual report of FCDC.  The welding class was a success.  Other activities were discussed.  The board thanked her for her work.

Tax Clerk Lorrie Bosma met regarding SSTS business.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve an SSTS loan to Michael and Dawn Braund on Parcel No. 11.032.0501 in the amount of $3,996.85.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve request of J. Christenson and S. Dulac to attend a 2-day Basic Boating Enforcement school at Stillwater, L. Boettcher to attend a 2-day Auditor Training conference in Brainerd.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman met regarding office business.  It was reported that a host of the day session will be set up for July 25, 2012 at the Faribault County Fair that will discuss drainage.  The Board of Adjustment vacancies were discussed.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.  Road postings have been lifted.
Groskreutz/Young motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 12-RB04-16 for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for construction of Bridge No. 22612.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  Faribault County has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for construction of Bridge No. 22612; and

WHEREAS,  the Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and

WHEREAS,  the amount of the grant has been determined to be $168,856.80 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that Faribault County does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5, clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the bid of $2,306,057.75 from Ulland Brothers, Inc. for Contract #61625 reconstruction of CSAH 16 from TH 22 to the east county line, overlay on CSAH 30 from Walters to TH22, and overlay on Main Street in Walters.  One other bid was received from Duininck Inc. for 2,676,201.26.
Young/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 12-RB05-17 to enter into Mn/DOT Agreement No. 01022 to use CSAH 17 as a detour route.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Young voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
IT IS RESOLVED that Faribault County enter into Mn/DOT Agreement No. 01022 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes: 


To provide for payment by the State to the County for the use of Faribault County State Aid Highway 17 as a detour route during the contract construction to be performed upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highway No. 109 from Winnebago to Faribault County State Aid Highway 17 under State Project No. 2212-28(T.H. 109)

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Board Chair and the County Auditor/Treasurer are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.
Young/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept letter of retirement from Steve Volkenant in the Public Works Department effective April 27, 2012.

A work session was set for May 15, 2012 at 1:00 p.m. to discuss the long term vision for the Public Works Department.

A public hearing on a petition of Minnesota Department of Transportation to make minor alterations to CD 43 & JD 1 was held.  Scott Morgan and Shawna Kemp of MNDOT met to discuss the petition.  John Meyer, Ditch Inspector also attended.   Discussion was held regarding JD 1, Branch 4, CD 43, road crossing on JD 1 open ditch and two other places.  The engineer recommended that the board should amend the order to include the additional two crossings on CD43 and CD 7.  Discussion was held on a ditch crossing between CR 17 north and south on 109 where snowmobiles and car accidents happen.
No one appeared for public comment.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to allow MNDOT to make changes to necessary crossing with a minimum of 12” on tile crossings and to direct staff to prepare order of said changes including asking investigation for CD 7 crossing.

The public hearing was adjourned.

A public hearing was convened at 11:30 a.m. to address the petition of Doug Meyer to add acres to JD 17F.

The meeting was opened for public comment.  A landowner expressed disatification with allowing the acres to be added.  Another landowner questioned if the hearing should have been before the tiling was completed.  The petitioner stated he did not know it was necessary.  

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve the petition of Doug Meyer to add acres to JD 17F and direct the staff to write the order.
