The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the April 17, 2012 regular meeting.

Committee reports were given.  Warmka reported on Association of Minnesota Counties; Young reported on Elmore Academy tour, wind energy project, and solid waste issues in Blue Earth Township; Loveall reported on Elected Officials meeting, Planning and Zoning meeting; Groskreutz reported on Elected Officials meeting, Elmore Academy tour; and Roper reported on Elmore Academy tour, Elected Officials meeting, and Southeast Police board.

Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 12-RB07-18 for snowmobile trail maintenance.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N 

BE IT RESOLVED, that the County of Faribault act as the legal sponsor for an application for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for maintenance and grooming of the snowmobile trails managed by Blue Earth Snow Rovers, Stateliner’s Snowmobile Club, and Blue Earth River Trails.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that upon approval of its application by the State, the County of Faribault may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above referenced project and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in the agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that Public Works Director John McDonald and County Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson are authorized to sign such an agreement with the Department of Natural Resources.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Public Works Director John McDonald is hereby authorized to serve as the fiscal agent for the above referenced project.

Young/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve request from S. Robbins to attend a two-day Minnesota Association of Assessing Officers summer seminar in St. Cloud.

Bruce Casey, a Loss Control Consultant from Minnesota Counties Intergovernmental Trust (MCIT) met to review the county’s insurance policy and give an annual update.

Faribault County Fair Board member Milton Steele met to request the board hold their second meeting in July at the fair.
Groskreutz/Young motion carried unanimously to change the location of the second meeting of July 2012 to the Faribault County Fair.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman met regarding planning and zoning business.  John Constadine of Region Nine also met to discuss the Region Nine comprehensive land use proposal.
Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to enter into an agreement with Region Nine for the development of a comprehensive land use plan at a cost of $28,421.74 and to have the contract details provided at a future meeting.

Commissioner Groskreutz voiced concerns with other relationships between Faribault County and Region Nine.  Discussion was held on an alternative plan for planning commission and variance committee.  Discussion will be continued at the May 15, 2012 work session.

A public hearing was held to reestablish county commissioner districts after the 2010 census.  Auditor/Treasurer John Thompson presented proof of publication for the hearing.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 12-CB-19 approving the county commissioner districts with no changes.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  State and Federal laws require Faribault County to create new election districts after each decennial census that are as equal in population as practicable; and

WHEREAS,  the Faribault County Board of Commissioners has done so with due regard for the distribution of population and other relevant communities of interest;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  the election districts shall remain the same and the  numbers shall stay the same; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  the districts shall be re-established as listed below: 


Commissioner District 1:
City of Blue Earth – Ward 3, Blue Earth Township, City of Elmore, Elmore Township, City of Frost, Frost Township, Emerald Township, and Rome Township


Commissioner District 2:


City of Blue Earth – Ward 1, City of Blue Earth – Ward 2, Pilot Grove Township, Jo Daviess Township, and Verona Township


Commissioner District 3:


Clark Township, City of Wells, and Dunbar Township


Commissioner District 4:


Barber Township, City of Delavan, Delavan Township, City of Easton, Lura Township, Prescott Township, City of Winnebago, and Winnebago Township


Commissioner District 5:


City of Bricelyn, Brush Creek Township, Foster Township, City of Kiester, Kiester Township, City of Minnesota Lake, Minnesota Lake Township, Seely Township, Walnut Lake Township, and City of Walters

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in order to comply with term staggering requirements, elections held in November of 2012 in Districts 1, 3, and 5 shall be for four year terms commencing in January 2013;  and elections held in November of 2014 in Districts 2 and 4 shall be for four year terms commencing in January 2015.
