OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS

MAY 15, 2012
The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met pursuant to the recess of May 13, 2012 at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on March 20, 2012.  The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Troy Timmerman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Roper.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Warmka/Young motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the May 1, 2012 regular meeting.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the agenda as amended of May 15, 2012.

The calendar was updated.  No member of the public appeared to make comment.

Committee reports were given.  Warmka reported on AMC meeting; Young reported on JD 4 on railroad; Groskreutz reported on Community Health meeting, Faribault County EDA, MNDOT meetings, and Prairieland; Roper reported on Three Rivers RC&D and EDA.

Soil and Water/Planning and Zoning Program Administrator Michele Stindtman and Drainage Inspector John Meyer met regarding office business.  

Meyer gave an update on current projects.  CD 68, CD25, JD7, CD9, and CD62 outlet are having work done at this time.  JD7 repair costs were discussed.  About $85,000 in repair has been done.  On JD4 an estimated 2,400 feet of tile on branch system needs to be repaired.  Discussion was held on policy of tree spraying and how it relates to a ditch buffer strip.  Consensus was to spray trees 6 inches or smaller and leave bigger trees for an inspection report to plan tree removal.

The board was requested to review the drainage policy for the next drainage meeting.  

CD 9 info meeting was set for June 20, 2012 at 2:00 p.m.  

Stindtman gave an office update.  The board of adjustment vacancies and possible changes in make up of the board were reviewed.  The permitting process was reviewed for grading and filling and it seems to be going well.  The comp plan contract was discussed.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.    

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 12-RB08-20 approving final payment of $31,124.27 to M & K Bridge Construction for completion of bridge work on County Road 126 and CSAH 2 west of US 169.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

A construction update was given.  Quotes on seal coating oil were received.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to award the bid for 630 tons of seal coating oil to H.G. Meges of Eau Claire WI at $357,342.30.  Two other bids were received from Flint Hills Resources LP of West Fargo ND for $363,535.20 and from Jebro Incorporated of Sioux City IA for $414,180.90.
