The following members were present: Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, Tom Warmka, and Greg Young Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson, Drainage Inspector John Meyer, and Soil and Water Program Administrator Michele Stindtman were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chair Roper.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve minutes from April 3, 2012 drainage authority meeting.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve agenda.

No grievances were presented.

Loveall/Young motion carried unanimously to approve change order 1 on the JD 7 improvement project.

Young/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve pay estimate 2 on the JD 7 improvement project.

The final public meeting for the project will be held soon.

A representative from Fagen Inc. met to discuss the need for temporary crossing of the main crane for the Big Blue project.  The drainage agreement that was signed as part of the development agreement has language that covers the responsibilities in this situation.

Discussion was held regarding whether trees could be allowed in the criteria for the 16.5 foot required buffer strip.

Discussion was held regarding spoil bank issues on new and existing projects.  Scott Smith, Pilot Grove 29 and Milbrandt Dairy, Pilot Grove 29 projects were discussed.

Young/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the following language be added to the Drainage System Improvements section of the drainage policy:

B.  Establishment of buffer when viewers are appointed.

      Faribault County Drainage Authority require the establishment of a one-rod (16.5 foot) grass strip as part of an improvement.  This requirement will include the entire open ditch system.

Young/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve that the following language be added to the Structures or Appurtenance Prohibited over Drainage Tile Lines:
A.  Permanent structures or appurtenance, of any type shall not be built within 50 feet on each side of a public drainage system or a public drain tile, or at the discretion of the Drainage Authority.  (On open drainage ditches the 50 feet begins at the crest of the ditch bank.  On tile lines the 50 feet begins at the centerline of the tile).  Drainage Authority may require the tile to be located prior to any construction to verify the setback is being met.

B. Landowners who have built any type of structure over or near a drain tile line assume liability for any damage caused to the tile line and may be required by the Drainage Authority to relocate the tile at the landowner’s expense.

Discussion was held regarding how the drainage policy should address “Temporary Crossings”.  Proposed language will be presented at the next meeting.

The Authorities section, specific to Drainage Authority and Ditch Inspector Duties of the Drainage Policy will be reviewed at the next meeting.

Discussion was held regarding the following ongoing projects – CD 41, CD 20 Lewis, JD 7 repairs and reroutes, JD 7 buffer on entire ditch, and CD 3 easement/culvert replacement.

Discussion was held regarding the following new repairs and improvements:  JD 12 BEF possible petition, CD 9 Schaible spoil and buffer, CD 21 possible petition, CD 15 camera informational meeting, and CD 80 St. John’s possible buffer.

The contract between Faribault County and the Faribault County Soil and Water Conservation District that includes the drainage program will be re-negotiated by December of 2012.
