Groskreutz/Young motion carried unanimously to appoint John Roper as chair.

The auditor reviewed the purpose of the meeting.
Property Appraisers Steve Robbins and Gertrude Johnson brought forward a recommendation to reduce the values on the parcels as follows.  
Warmka/Young motion carried unanimously to reduce the value of the house to zero on Parcel No. 06.008.0600 because the structure was demolished before January 1st of the assessment year.

Young/Warmka motion carried unanimously to reduce the value of Parcel No. 18.016.0601, owned by Lance Slater, to $2,500 salvage value.   
Warmka/Young motion carried unanimously to make no changes on Parcel No. 04.005.1200 owned by Lynch Livestock.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to reduce the value of Parcel No. 30.008.1220, owned by Delores Weber, by $6,300 to $209,400 due to a building being damaged by wind storm.
