Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 12-CB-23 to enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota to provide transportation service in Faribault County.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, Warmka, and Young voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N

BE IT RESOLVED that Faribault County enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota, to provide public transportation service in Faribault County. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Faribault County agrees to provide a local share of 15 percent of the total operating cost and 20 percent of the total capital costs.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Faribault County authorizes the County Board Chairman and the Central Services Director to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto.

Young/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to table the merging of the Zoning Board and the Variance Board until the July 3, 2012 meeting.
