The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on Augut 4, 2009.  The following members were present: Butch Erichsrud, Bill Groskreutz, Tom Loveall, John Roper, and Tom Warmka, Commissioners.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator John Thompson and County Attorney Brian Roverud were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Loveall.  The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the July 21, 2009 regular meeting.

Committee reports were given.  Roper reported on Human Services Regional meeting; Groskreutz reported on the Minnesota River Board meeting;  Erichsrud report on the Huntley Sewer Board meeting; and Warmka reported on the wind energy meeting and drainage update.

Career Corrections Agent Joe Fox met regarding court services business.  Fox introduced Alan Hanson the new corrections agent employed by the Department of Corrections and working in their office.  An update on office activity was given.

Tax Clerk Lorrie Krosch met regarding treasurer’s office business.

Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to approve SSTS loans to: Tim and Susan Perrizo on Parcel No. 15.003.0303 in Prescott Township for $6,163.36; Eric and Shelly Dahl on Parcel No. 03.027.0101 in Brush Creek Township for $11,119.28; and to Ardys Searcy and Susan Gaetze on Parcel No. 20.014.0400 in Winnebago Township for $7,996.13.
Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve a loan subordination agreement on the SSTS loan with Stacy Albers and Julie Albers.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to place a moratorium on hourly bus rental and to take no new reservations until issues are worked out with the Minnesota Department of Transportation.

Attorney Mike Johnson representing Bruce Annis and Marion Kimm met regarding a property valuation issue.  The owners requested an abatement on 2009 taxes based on a valuation basis.  Property has CRP/10 year program.  County Assessor Sue Wiltse met to discuss the issue.  Discussion was held on the ability to farm next to wetlands enrolled in various programs.  No action was taken on the abatement refund.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.
Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to accept the bid on SP 22-595-01, Wells Railroad Depot from Larson Contracting of Albert Lea for $303,710 which covers base bid and fence.  Other bids received were: $380,900 from Joseph Co. of Austin; $409,000 from JD Driver of Austin; and $554,000 from Metcon Inc. of Mankato.
Erichsrud/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 09-RB3-16 for final payment of $17,720.30 to Duinnick Brothers for SAP 22-599-99

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to obtain quotes to mine 10,000 tons of sand at Brush Creek pit.

Attorney L. Wayne Larson representing Paul Gaub on the Huntley Sewer Project met with the board.  Also attending were Engineers Bruce Firkins and Mike McNearney from Bolton & Menk, Inc.  Larson stated that Mr. Gaub was considering waiving liquidated damages on the Huntley Sewer Project.  The contractor’s reasons for the delays were discussed.  No action was taken by the board.

The sub-committee set up to research road side memorials reported that their recommendations were to pass a policy that follows the state statute already in existence.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried to follow the Minnesota Department of Transportation’s guidelines for memorial markers as stated in Maintenance Bulletin No. 04-2 dated June 9, 2004 as follows:  

“Memorial markers are not permitted on the interstate system or other freeways; Mn/DOT maintenance forces will immediately remove any memorial markers placed on these highways.
Temporary memorial markers may be placed on other state highways and remain for an appropriate time, not to exceed six (6) months.  Memorial markers will be removed if:

· They do not meet safety criteria within the clear zone (physical or visual),

· They negatively impact the free flow of traffic,

· They are located outside the clear zone but constitutes a hazard of hit by either on- or off-roadway vehicles,

· They interfere with routine maintenance operations

Removed memorial markers should be stored for retrieval at the local truck station for a minimum of 30 days prior to disposal.”

Commissioner Loveall voted no.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve the purchase of forfeited tax  lot 26.002.3800 in Frost for $100 by City of Frost.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously  to approve Resolution 09-CB-17 to enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota to provide public transportation service in Faribault County.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Roper, and Warmka voted yes.
