Warmka/Roper motion carried unanimously to terminate the part-time clerk typist position in Court Services as of January 6, 2010 and to advertise for a half-time clerk typist position in the adult probation office with the salary being reimbursed by the State of Minnesota.

Groskreutz/Roper motion carried unanimously to authorize the Sheriff and Central Services to negotiate a cleaning and maintenance service for the law enforcement center.
