 R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) requires that states agree to operate and maintain facilities constructed with federal transportation funds for the useful life of the improvement and not change the use of right of way or property ownership acquired without prior approval from the FHWA; and

WHEREAS,
transportation enhancement projects receive federal funding from the Surface Transportation Program (STP); and

WHEREAS,
the Minnesota Department of Transportation (Mn/DOT) has determined that for projects implemented with enhancement funds, this requirement should be applied to the project proposer; and

WHEREAS,
Faribault County is the project proposer for the transportation enhancements project identified as Wells Railroad Depot.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Wells Historical Society, Inc. hereby agrees to assume full responsibility in place of Faribault County for the operation and maintenance of property and facilities related to the aforementioned enhancement project.
Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve getting bids for a bridge project in Rome Township.

Warmka/Steier motion carried unanimously to set camping rates as recommended by the Public Works Director.  They are as follows: seasonal - $150 per month; daily (2 week maximum) - $15 per night if occupied, $2 per night if unoccupied - minimum of $40 a week; non-electric sites - $10 per night; and  shelter - $20 per day.

R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, the 2003 Minnesota Legislature passed legislation creating Job Opportunity Building Zones (JOBZ); and


WHEREAS, the City of Blue Earth other cities in Faribault County have the opportunity to afford JOBZ benefits to companies desirous of locating in the area; and 


WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Department of Employment and Economic Development (DEED) to consider zone modifications when necessary and with the support of local units of government; and


WHEREAS, Nortech Systems, Incorporated has indicated its intent to expand its Aerospace Systems manufacturing operations to Blue Earth; and


WHEREAS, the Economic Development Authority of the City of Blue Earth, the Faribault County Economic Development Authority and Blue Earth Light and Water, among others, support the effort to encourage the expansion of Nortech Systems, Incorporated in the City of Blue Earth/County of Faribault; and 


WHEREAS, this modification will transfer about 12 acres from the Industrial Greenfield West JOBZ area to parcel 21.007.0040 (1930 West 1st Street, Blue Earth); and


WHEREAS, this modification will not change the overall JOBZ acreage in the City of Blue Earth; and
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the County of Faribault hereby indicates its support for a JOBZ modification in the City of Blue Earth.
