Steve Johnson of Vetter-Johnson Architects met regarding law enforcement center issues.  Johnson updated the board on plans, site development, and other issues.

Sheriff Scott Campbell met regarding office business.  The sheriff announced that Chief Deputy Lance Lehman will be resigning.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept low bid on SAP 22-608-07 and CP 06-600-07 of $724,265.55 from Southern Mn Construction Co., Inc.  One other bid was received from Duininck Bros. Inc. for $899,382.20.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept low bid on Third Street concrete pavement repair in Wells.  Other bids received were: $241,032.60 from Dulas Excavating of Wells, $253,167.81 from Midwest Concrete Specialties of Rosemount, $271,707.36 from Ti-Zack Concrete of LeCenter, and $277,425 from Progressive Contractors of St. Michael.

WHEREAS:  Weerts Construction, Inc. applied for a Conditional Use 

Permit under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a 

permit for extraction of minerals in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

the South Half (S ½) of the Northwest Quarter (NW ¼) of Section Twenty -three (23), Township One Hundred Two (102) North, Range Twenty-six (26) West, Emerald Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.

b. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other 

necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the 

proposed use; and

e. The use is of the same general character as other conditional 

use in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any 

traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the 

proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  The Faribault County Board of 

Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Weerts Construction, Inc. for extraction of minerals located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. The applicant will install a gate at the entrance so as not to allow dumping without permission.

2. No junk or demolition shall be hauled to this site.

3. No recycling of concrete or demolition from roads are to be stored on site.

4. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two (2) years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting March 27, 2008.

5. The Conditional Use Permit is void upon transfer of property.

the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other 

necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  The Faribault County Board of 

Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Tom Staloch for a feedlot over one thousand (1,000) Animal Units (AU) located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. Make a reasonable effort to control dust on the road for the nearest neighbor next to the feedlot.

2. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two (2) years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting March 27, 2008.

3. The Conditional Use Permit is void upon transfer of property.

Commissioner Lein requested a resolution to oppose feedlot near Lura Lake.  Request was tabled until later in the meeting.

Steier/Lein motion carried unanimously to agree to a letter of intent to meet conditions for a grant and loan for the Huntley Sewer Project.

Lein/Steier motion carried unanimously to authorize the auditor to prepare a proposed budget for the Huntley Sewer Project.

Warmka/Lein motion carried unanimously to approve liquor license renewals for Derby Inn, Minn-Iowa Golf Club, and Riverside Town & Country Club.

Loveall/Steier motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 06-CB-13 declaring May 7-13, 2006 as Correctional Officers Week.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.

WHEREAS,  one week each May is officially designated as Correctional Officer’s Week by the American Jail Association.  This year, Correctional Officer’s Week is May 7-13, 2006;
WHEREAS,
the Sheriff’s Office supports the proposition that the men and women who perform the difficult task of supervising the County’s inmates deserve this recognition;

WHEREAS,
the Sheriff’s Office recognizes that detention staff are professionals equal in status and importance to other professionals in the effective administration of justice;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that we, the Faribault County Board of Commissioners, do hereby acknowledge the week of May 7-13, 2006 as “Correctional Officer’s Week” in Faribault County in honor of the dedicated professionals who supervise the County’s inmate population.

A discussion was held regarding a contract with the cities of Kiester, Bricelyn, Frost, and Walters to provide local public safety patrols by the Sheriff Department and legal services from the County Attorney.  No additional staff for the Sheriff Department is required as the sheriff will adjust schedules to cover the contract requirements.
Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to enter into a contract to provide local public safety patrols with the cities of Kiester, Frost, and Bricelyn at a cost of $1,000 per month and with Walters at a cost of $500 per month; and legal services from the County Attorney at a cost of $75 per hour.

Discussion was held on ISTS and shoreland enforcement.  Possible changes in ordinances were discussed.  Also changes in non-shoreland ISTS violations.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to direct the planning and zoning committee to review and recommend changes to the ISTS ordinance with the assistance of the County Attorney.

Discussion regarding Lura Lake was continued from earlier in the meeting.

Lein/Warmka motion carried to send a letter to the Blue Earth County governing bodies regarding a building issue around and near Lura Lake.  Commissioner Steier voted no.
