Discussion was held regarding a conditional use permit for Gary and Mike Becker in Sections 21 and 22 of Prescott Township.

Loveall/Steier motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 06-PZ6-23 a conditional use permit for Gary and Mike Becker in Sections 21 and 22 in Prescott Township for a feedlot.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.
RESOLUTION

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

GARY AND MIKE BECKER

SECTIONS 21 & 22, PRESCOTT TOWNSHIP
WHEREAS:  Gary and Mike Becker applied for a Conditional Use Permit under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for a feedlot over one thousand (1,000) Animal Units (AU) in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:


that part of the Northeast Quarter (NE ¼) of Section Twenty-one (21) and part of the Northwest Quarter (NW ¼) of Section Twenty-two (22), Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-seven (27) West, Prescott Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.

WHEREAS:
The Planning Commission finds:

a. That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

e. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  
The Faribault County Board of  Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Gary and Mike Becker for a feedlot over one thousand (1,000) Animal Units (AU) located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two (2) years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting May 22, 2008.

2. The Conditional Use Permit is void upon transfer of property.

Commissioners Loveall and Steier were appointed to serve on the Individual Sewer Treatment Systems (ISTS) committee and to revise county ordinance.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve agreements between Faribault County and the Stateliners Snowmobile Club; and Faribault County and Blue Earth Snow Rovers Snowmobile Club to maintain trails.
