R E S O L U T I O N

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

BRYON VOIGT

SECTION 21, CLARK TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS:  Bryon Voigt applied for a Conditional Use Permit under the 

Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for a feedlot over one thousand (1,000) Animal Units (AU) in the 

A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:

That part of:  

the South Half (S ½) of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) of Section Twenty-one (21), Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-four (24) West, Clark Township, Faribault County, Minnesota.  

See Exhibit A.

WHEREAS:  The Planning Commission finds:

a. That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the   

c. county;

d. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

e. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and

f. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

g. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  The Faribault County Board of 

Commissioners approve the Conditional Use Permit for Bryon Voigt for a feedlot over one thousand (1,000) Animal Units (AU) located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 every two (2) years shall be paid as long as the Conditional Use is in effect starting June 26, 2008.

2. The Conditional Use Permit is void upon transfer of property.

Exhibit A

A tract of land located in the South Half (S ½) of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) of Section Twenty-one (21) in Township One Hundred and Three (103) North of Range Twenty-four (24) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian described as follows:

Commencing at the Southeast (SE) corner of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) of Section 21, thence Westerly along the South line of the Southeast Quarter 

(SE ¼) a distance of 890’ to the point of beginning;

Thence continuing Westerly along the South line of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) a distance of 730’;

Thence Northerly parallel to the East line of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) a distance of 716’;

Thence Easterly parallel to the South line of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) a distance of 730’;

Thence Southerly parallel to the East line of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼) a distance of 716’ to the South line of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼), the point of beginning.

The above-described tract of land consists of 12.00 acres, more or less, and is subject to a roadway easement along its Southerly boundary.
