A request was presented from Martin County Commissioner Steve Pierce to act on a resolution to request the approval of an ethanol plant without an Environmental Impact Statement was tabled until the special session on June 20, 2006.

Warmka/Steier motion carried unanimously to approve a memorandum of understanding with the Minnesota Department of Transportation and the City of Blue Earth regarding the installation of a golden strip of concrete on the shoulders of I-90 and the placement of markers at both the east and west bound rest areas.  Faribault County and the City of Blue Earth will fund the markers and MNDOT will install them.
