Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve the following ISTS loans:  $6,502.68 to Thomas Hanson on Parcel No. 10.261.0640 in Original Plat of Derby and $5,037.92 to David Mutschler, Jr. on Parcel No. 09.029.0602 in Foster Township.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept the low bid of $15,900 for 300 tons of road deicing salt from North American Salt Inc. of Overland Park, KS.  Other bids received were $16,644 from Cargill, Inc. of Minneapolis; $17,649 from Independent Salt Company of Kanopolis, KS;   and $18,795 from Morton International Inc. of Chicago, IL.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve a quote from Mathiowetz Construction of Sleepy Eye of $1.68 per yard to strip overburden at Baker Pit estimated at 30,000 cubic yards for a total quote of $50,400.  One other quote was received from Brunz Construction of Madison Lake for $54,000.

Law Enforcement Center issues were discussed.  Sheriff Scott Campbell, Steve Johnson, and Gary Otterstad also attended.

Discussion was held regarding the Law Enforcement Center and Justice Center option. 

A cost analysis was reviewed by Auditor Thompson.

A Warmka/Steier motion to build the Law Enforcement Center with a design to add a justice center at a later date was withdrawn.

Warmka/Steier motion carried unanimously to build the Law Enforcement Center option.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.

Lein/Steier motion carried unanimously to close the meeting for discussion on the negotiations for the Law Enforcement Center site. 

Present were Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka; Auditor John Thompson; Attorney Brian Roverud; Sheriff Scott Campbell; Steve Johnson; and Gary Otterstad.

Meeting was re-opened to the public.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to set 9:00 a.m. August 8, 2006 for discussion of Law Enforcement Center issues.
