The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Warmka/Steier motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the August 1, 2006 regular meeting and August 8, 2006 special meeting.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to hire Krista Forster effective July 31, 2006 for the position of Secretary/Emergency Assistant in the Sheriff Department.

Assistant Highway Engineer David Hanson met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.
Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 06-RB3-29 to include CSAH 2 from Kiester to the eastern county line in the local routes of the Regional Significance Project Account.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,   CSAH 2 from Trunk Highway 22 to the east county line currently has a spring load restriction of 7 tons per axle, and;

WHEREAS,
this section of CSAH 2 is classified as collector, and;

WHEREAS,  
reconditioning this section of CSAH 2 would result in this segment of CSAH 2 being a 10 ton route, and;

WHEREAS,
the Minnesota Legislature funded a Local Road Improvement Program and;

WHEREAS,
reconditioning of CSAH 2 would qualify as a local road of regional significance under the Local Road Improvement Program.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Faribault County supports inclusion of the reconditioning of CSAH 2 in the local routes of the Regional Significance Project Account.
Loveall/Steier motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 06-RB3-30 to keep the functional classification on Trunk Highway 169 from Iowa border to the intersection with Minnesota Highway 60.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.  
R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,  Trunk Highway 169 provides primary access from western Faribault County to the regional trade centers in Mankato and the Twin Cities, and

WHEREAS,
this route is a significant corridor for the movement of farm commodities, and

WHEREAS, 
the Minnesota Department of Transportation’s current function classification of Trunk Highway 169 from the Iowa border to the intersection with Minnesota Highway 60 is a major arterial, and
WHEREAS,
the Minnesota Department of Transportation is anticipating changing the functional classification of this segment of Trunk Highway 169 to a minor arterial.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Faribault County Board of Commissioners, that the functional classification of Trunk Highway 169 from the Iowa border to the intersection with Minnesota Highway 60 stay as a major arterial.
A concern on the closing of overpasses was addressed on a MNDOT  I-90 project.

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 06-CB-31 entering into an agreement with the State of Minnesota regarding cost sharing for public transportation.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.  

R E S O L U T I O N

BE IT RESOLVED  that Faribault County enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota, to provide public transportation service in Faribault County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Faribault County agrees to provide a local share of 15 percent of the total operating cost and 20 percent of the total capital costs.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  that Faribault County authorizes the County Board Chair and the Central Services Director to execute the aforementioned agreement and any amendments thereto.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve request from S. Wiltse, S. Robbins, and K. Skaare to attend a 4 day Minnesota Association of Assessing Officers conference in Brainerd; M. Loveall/Lein motion carried unanimously to approve a contract with Geothermal Bore Technologies to do test drilling at the Law Enforcement Center site for $3,500.

A public hearing was held to discuss the Faribault County Water Plan.  Director Michelle Stindtman and Brandee Douglas of the Soil and Water office attended.  Stindtman reviewed the process, goals, and objectives of the proposed water plan.  Meeting was opened for public comment.

Stindtman reviewed the Faribault County Water Plan.

Loveall/Steier motion carried unanimously to authorize sending the plan as presented to the Board of Water and Soil Resources (BWSR) for comment.

A public hearing to establish a Subordinate Sewer Service District for Huntley was called to order by the Chair.  Also attending were Director Michelle Stindtman and Brandee Douglas of the Soil and Water office, and Bruce Firkins, engineer for the system.
Proof of publication of notice was provided.
Auditor John Thompson reviewed the need for the hearing.  Meeting was opened for public comment.  Discussion was held on several construction aspects of the project.

Public comment was closed.

Lein/Loveall motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 06-CB-32 establishing the Huntley Sewer Subordinate Service District.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Lein, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.  
 R E S O L U T I O N

Establishment of the Huntley Sewer Service District

WHEREAS, the Huntley area residents have requested Faribault County’s support in developing a community sewage collection and treatment system to serve the Huntley area; and

WHEREAS, the residents of Huntley and Faribault County have taken a progressive series of steps in building community support, assessing alternatives, and arranging funding for the construction of a community sewage collection and treatment system to serve an estimated 50 homes and 10 businesses in that area of Verona Township, and

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2006, the Faribault County Board of Commissioners held a hearing pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 375B.04 to create a Subordinate Service District to be known as the Huntley Sewer Service District to provide sewer system services pursuant to Minnesota Statute 444.075, and        

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners hereby declares that in accordance with Minnesota Statutes 375B, that the “Huntley Sewer Service District “ is hereby created for the purpose of providing sanitary sewer service to the Subordinate Service District pursuant to Minnesota Statute 444.075. Funding for the proposed sanitary sewer service is anticipated from several sources including but not necessarily limited to: USDA Rural Development grant totaling $732,000, USDA Rural Development loan of $360,000, Wastewater Infrastructure Funding (WIF) grant of $732,000 totaling $1,824,000; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the legal description of the said subordinate service district is defined as follows;

The Huntley Sewer Service District is comprised of land in Section 7 and 18, Township 103 North, Range 28 West, Faribault County, Minnesota described as follows: 

The West 371.50 feet of the East 833.50 feet of the South 280.50 feet and the West 75.00 feet of the East 462.00 feet of the South 280.00 feet and the East 387.00 feet of the South 248.00 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the West 675.00 feet of the South 233.00 feet of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the West 325.00 feet of the South 800 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the West 33.00 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Se Section 7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West lying south of the northerly right-of-way line of the I.C. & E Railroad

Together with the West 877.67 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West lying south of the I. C. & E. Railroad

Together with the East 275.00 feet of the West 1252.67 feet of the South 188 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the West 1322.45 feet of the North 512.50 feet and the South 65.50 feet of the North 578.00 feet of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast of Section 7, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the South 132.00 feet of the North 1204.50 feet of the West 165.00 feet of the Northwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 18, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Together with the East 280.50 feet of the Northeast Quarter of Section 18, Township 103 North, Range 28 West lying south of the I.C. & E Railroad

C. & E. Railroad, thence Northeasterly along said right-of-way 198 feet to the point of beginning

Together with all that part of the Northeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of Section 18, Township 103 North, Range 28 West lying northerly of the I. C. & E. Railroad

Together with the North 150.00 feet of the East 520.00 feet of the Northwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of Section 18, Township 103 North, Range 28 West

Said Huntley Sewer District contains 49.83 acres.

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners shall by separate resolution create a management board to establish budgets, create by-laws and to propose policies to the County Board to create, finance, maintain and operate said sewer system and to insure that all of the sewered structures in the “Huntley Sewer Service District “ be connected to the sanitary sewer system once service is available and that this policy may be implemented by the enactment of future
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County, on behalf of the Huntley Sewer Service District enter into an agreement for a service contract with the City of Winnebago for the operation of said sewer system outlining the roles and responsibilities of the City and County, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Board directs staff to petition the District Court to grant the County powers given to municipalities under 444.075 for the establishment, financing, operation, and maintenance of the system.
