WHEREAS,   the Minnesota Department of Transportation’s current function classification of Trunk Highway 109 is a major collector, and

WHEREAS,
there has been discussion within Region 9 to change the functional classification of Trunk Highway 109 from a major collector to a minor arterial.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners support the functional classification of Trunk Highway 109 be changed from a major collector to a minor arterial.
