Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve amendment to Minnesota Counties Insurance Trust drug and alcohol testing program agreement and to authorize the chair to sign the agreement.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to authorize the Veteran Services office to send Christmas cards to veterans.

Sheriff Scott Campbell met regarding office business.  A review of office activity was presented.  Jail population, criminal trends, prisoner medical costs, and mobile radio tower on the City of Blue Earth’s water tower issues were discussed.

Steier/Lein motion to waive background check fees for BEAM and STARS mentor programs failed on a vote of 2-3.  Commissioners Lein and Steier voted yes.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, and Warmka voted no.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  
Discussion was held regarding Woods Lake Park septic bids with two options.  Option 1 includes service to the bathhouse by the swimming pond, Option 2 does not.
Loveall/Lein motion carried to accept the bid on the septic system at Woods Lake Park using Option 2 which excludes service to the bathhouse of $50,985 from Ron’s Trenching.  Commissioners Steier and Warmka voted no.  Other bids received on Option 2 were $59,750 from Swehla Trucking & Excavating and $93,992 from Brownie’s Plumbing & Heating.  The following bids were received on Option 1:  $78,985 from Ron’s Trenching, $87,650 from Swehla Trucking & Excavating, and $111,170 from Brownie’s Plumbing and Heating.
