Mike Enger of Blue Earth appeared during public comment.  Enger had the following questions regarding the Law Enforcement Center: how many square feet is the present facility, who deemed the present facility as being unfeasible, how is the architect being paid, 46,000 square feet is too much, what is the effect of the levy on other authorities ability to levy taxes.

Steve Johnson from Vetter & Johnson, architects for the Law Enforcement Center met with the board.  Johnson addressed some of the concerns of Mike Enger.  The present site of the jail was looked at but was dismissed early on due to the list of deficiencies in the present structure such as linear design, the inability to meet the Department of Corrections code requirements, disruptions in present facilities usage, the cost of building up in a heavy usage building, the cost of blending in with the historic courthouse, and the phasing of present programs.

Steier/Warmka motion carried unanimously to sell the forfeited 2004 Tahoe vehicle to Drug Task Force for $9,000.
