R E S O L U T I O N
IT IS RESOLVED that Faribault County enter into Mn/DOT Agreement No. 90628 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes:


To provide for payment by the State to the County of the State’s share of the costs of the turn lanes, by-pass lanes and shoulder widening construction and other associated construction to be performed upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highway No. 109 at the junction of County State Aid Highway No. 21 under State Project No. 2212-26 (T.H. 109=255).

Now therefore, be it Resolved that the County Board Chairman and County Auditor are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve the expenditure of up to $1,000 to hire Allen Brinkman for Law Enforcement Center consulting.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve purchase agreements for the Law Enforcement Center with the Arends Sale Yard, Inc and Robert and Jennifer Weerts of Winnebago with a copy to be on file in the County Auditor’s office.

Groskreutz/Steier motion carried to approve a conductivity test and direct the architect to design the Law Enforcement Center with a geo-thermal system.   Passed 3 – 1.
