Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept a quote of $36,241.94 for a 2007 Ford F-350 survey truck with a utility box from Elk River Ford of Elk River.  Two other quotes were received from Thane Hawkins Chevrolet of White Bear Lake at $38,707.85 for a 2007 Chevrolet 3500 and from Hinkley Chevrolet of Wells at $41,139.45 for a 2007 Chevrolet 3500.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to accept a bid from RDO John Deere of North Mankato for a 2007 motor grader in the amount of $47,725.85 plus $8,467 for a 7500 hour/84 month warranty for a total bid of $56,192.85 with trade in.  One other bid was received from Ziegler Caterpillar for $116,532.30, which did not include warranty.
Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to open bids for Project 22-621-23 on April 26, 2007 at 11:00 a.m.
