R E S O L U T I O N
CHAD CORY

SECTION 11, BARBER TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS:  Chad Cory applied for a conditional use permit under the Faribault County Zoning Ordinance requesting a permit for an auto body shop and a Minnesota Vehicle Dealer’s License and Sales on an existing farmstead in the A-2 General Agriculture District, located at the following described property:


the South Half (S ½) of the Northwest Quarter (NW ¼) of Section Eleven (11), Township One Hundred Three (103) North, Range Twenty-six (26) West, Barber Township in Faribault County, Minnesota.

WHEREAS:
The Planning Commission finds:

a. That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the immediate vicinity, and is compatible with the existing neighborhood; 

b. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area, conforms to the comprehensive land use plan of the county;

c. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided;

d. The soils conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use; and
e. The use is of the same general character as other conditional uses in the Agriculture District and will not be detrimental to the general health and welfare of the county.

f. That proper facilities are provided which would eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  
that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners approve the conditional use permit for Chad Cory for an auto body shop and a Minnesota Vehicle Dealer’s License and Sales on an existing farmstead located in the A-2 General Agriculture District with the following conditions:

1. A Maintenance Fee of $50.00 shall be paid to the Zoning Office every two years starting June 11, 2009.

2. The Conditional Use Permit is non-transferable.

A public hearing on the Subsurface Sewage Treatment System (SSTS) ordinance was held.  Soil and Water Manger Michele Stindtman and Harold Grabouski attended.  Blakesley and Stindtman presented the proposed SSTS ordinance.  Several work sessions have been held.  Planning and Zoning held a public hearing on June 12, 2007.
Blakesley reviewed the ordinance as presented.

Steier/Erichsrud motion to amend Section E,3,9,4 to include grain bins and machine sheds as non-structural improvements failed.  Commissioners Erichsrud and Steier voted yes.  Commissioners Groskreutz, Loveall, and Warmka voted no.
Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 07-PZ4-21 the Subsurface Sewage Treatment System ordinance as presented from Planning and Zoning.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.
R E S O L U T I O N

SUBSURFACE SEWAGE TREATMENT SYSTEM (SSTS) ORDINANCE

WHEREAS,   Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems (SSTS) are commonly known as septic systems.

WHEREAS,  The goal of the Faribault County SSTS program is to protect the public health, safety, welfare, and the environment by adequate treatment and dispersal of sewage from dwellings or other establishments not serviced by a publicly-owned treatment facility.  

WHEREAS,  Faribault County is charged to do this by Minnesota Statutes 115.55 and 145A.  

WHEREAS,  Faribault County has passed this resolution seeking such authority required by said statute, and

WHEREAS,  Minnesota Rules 7080, 7081, 7082, and 7083 were established by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) to provide minimum technical standards, to provide a framework for local administration of SSTS programs, to provide for statewide licensing of SSTS professionals, and to allow counties to impose conditions upon the issuance of said permits.  

NOW, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Faribault County Board of Commissioners hereby ordains that: 



While the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency has a broad permitting authority over Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems design, installation, operation, and maintenance, Faribault County, through this ordinance, will continue to pursue compliance of non-conforming and new Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems throughout the county.  Proper treatment of wastewater reduces health risks, prevents surface and groundwater contamination, and proper management of these systems is crucial to ensure that these systems continue to function properly.  



All Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems within Faribault County shall comply with all minimum standards as set forth by MPCA Rules 7080, 7081, 7082, and 7083 as well as the standards set forth by this ordinance.

NOW BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Faribault County Board of Commissioners after due deliberation hereby ordains and adopts the attached Subsurface Sewage Treatment System (SSTS) Ordinance.

Complete ordinance is on file in the Auditors office and the Faribault County Planning and Zoning Office.

Steve Johnson of Vetter – Johnson and Mike Kearns of CAM, Inc. met to open bids for the law enforcement center ground work and well field.  Bids were opened as follows. One combined bid for Category 1 and Category 2 was received from Southern Minnesota Construction for $886,789.86. One bid was received for Category 3 for geothermal from LoopMaster International for $375,200.  CAM, Inc. will proof the bids and report to the Board of Commissioners.
