Steve Johnson of Vetter Johnson Architects met regarding the law enforcement center project.  Thomas Haily of Clark Engineering, Jay Ruby of EDJ, Mike Kearns and Roger Pederson of CAM, Sheriff Mike Gormley, and Chief Jailer Geary Wells also attended.
Thomas Haily of Clark Engineering discussed the option of vegetative swales and ditches versus storm sewer pipes and curb and gutter.

Steve Johnson reviewed the proposed design and development schematics.  Johnson also discussed carpet samples and floor tiles.  A presentation was given on the pre-stress building.

Groskreutz/Steier motion carried unanimously to remain with the RCP design for water review.

Jay Ruby of EDJ reviewed the mechanical plans.  Fixtures, access, heating & cooling systems, HVAC, bid package procedures, lighting design, water softener, and heating water were discussed.

Mike Kearns of CAM reviewed the cost estimates.  A total project bill of $10,944,317 is projected based on the present design developments.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to authorize the design team to develop construction documents.
