Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to accept bid of $55.12 per ton for deicing salt from North American Salt Inc. of Overland Park, Kansas.  Other bids received were $56.72 per ton from Cargill, Inc. of Minneapolis; $59.18 per ton from Independent Salt Company of Kanopolis, Kansas; and $60.47 per ton from Morton International, Inc. of Chicago, Illinois.

McDonald reported on a meeting with Minnesota Department of Transportation and M D & E Railroad.  County Road 21 will have a stop sign installed.  County Road 21 and 13 will be eligible for crossing gates and lights but funding will not be available until 2012.  County Road 4 will be reviewed later this summer.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 07-CB-24 an agreement with Stateliner’s Snowmobile Club to assist in the acquisition, construction, and maintenance of the Stateliner’s Snowmobile Club segment of the Faribault County Snowmobile trail system.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL 

OBLIGATION JAIL BONDS OF 2007; CONVENANTING AND 

OBLIGATING THE COUNTY TO BE BOUND BY AND TO USE THE PROVISIONS OF MINNESOTA STATUTES, SECTION 373.45 TO GUARANTEE THE PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST 

ON SUCH BONDS
BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners (the Board) of Faribault County, Minnesota (the County), as follows:


1.  Authorization.  This Board hereby determines that it is in the best interests of the County to issue its General Obligation Jail Bonds of 2007 (the Jail Bonds), in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $10,000,000 to finance the acquisition, construction, and equipping of a County jail and other facilities permitted to be financed under Minnesota Statutes, Section 641.23.


2.  Application and Agreement.

(a)  The Chair and the County Auditor are hereby authorized to submit, on behalf of the County, an Application to the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority (the Authority) County Credit Enhancement Program (the Program) with respect to the Bonds, along with a nonrefundable application fee in the amount of $250, and to enter into an agreement with the Authority with respect to the Bonds, all in accordance with and as required by Minnesota Statutes, Section 373.45 (the Act).

(b)  Contingent upon the acceptance of such Application and pursuant to such agreement, the County hereby covenants and obligates itself to notify the Authority of a potential default in the payment of principal and interest on the Bonds and to use the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 373.45 to guarantee payment of the principal and interest on the Bonds when due.  The County further covenants to deposit with the paying agent for the Bonds three (3) days prior to the date on which a payment is due an amount sufficient to make that payment or to notify the Authority that it will be unable to make all or a portion of that payment.  The registrar for the Bonds shall be authorized and directed to notify the Authority if it becomes aware of a potential default in the payment of principal or interest on the Bonds or if, on the day two (2) business days prior to the date a payment is due on the Bonds, there are insufficient funds to make that payment on deposit with the Registrar.  The County understands that as a result of its covenant to be bound by the provision of Minnesota Statutes, Section 373.45, the provisions of that section shall be binding as long as any Bonds remain outstanding.


(c)  The County further covenants to comply with all procedures now and hereafter established by the Authority pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 373.45, and otherwise to take such actions as necessary to comply with that section.  The Chairperson or County Auditor is authorized to execute any applicable Authority forms.
