Erichsrud/Steier motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the August 21, 2007 regular meeting.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve request from E. Bromeland to attend a one-day course on inmate rules, rights, regulations, and responsibilities in New Ulm; K. Forster to attend a one day data practices/criminal records course in Mankato; T. Campbell to attend a one day search warrants course in Mankato; J. McDonald to attend a one day recertification: design of storm water pollution prevention plane in Mankato.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve a sanitary sewer connection and treatment agreement with the City of Winnebago for the Huntley Subordinate Service District.

Treasurer Dave Frank met regarding SSTS business.

Steier/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the following SSTS loans:  $9,737.39 to Bruce Helland on Parcel #10.006.0101 on Jo Daviess Township and $10,379.92 to Pierre Stencel on Parcel #13.001.0102 on Minnesota Lake Township.

Law Enforcement Center bond funds investments were discussed.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.

Groskreutz/Steier motion made to approve Resolution 07-CB-31 with a proposed 2008 levy of $7,847,746 before Program Aid reductions and $7,300,545 after Program Aid reductions.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried to amend Resolution 07-CB-31 to reflect a 3% increase in the Human Services Fund from 2007.  Motion passed 4-1.

Groskreutz/Steier motion failed to include SCDP funds of $40,000 in the 2008 levy.  Motion failed 2-3.

Original motion to approve Resolution 07-CB-31 and amended to reflect a proposed levy of $7,124,508 after reduction for program aid was passed unanimously.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS,
the Faribault County Board of Commissioners has passed a proposed budget for 2008,

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that Faribault County hereby approves a 
proposed levy of $7,847,746 before Program Aid adjustments and $7,163,574 
after Program Aid reductions for taxes payable in 2008.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the program aid of $723,238 as certified by the Minnesota Department of Revenue be subtracted from the General Fund when calculating the spread levy. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOVLED that the proposed budget for Faribault County be set at $15,917,225 in expenditures.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  that a certified copy of said levy and budget will be on file with the County Auditor of Faribault County.
