Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the March 19, 2008 regular meeting.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve agenda of April 1, 2008.

The calendar was updated.  Committee reports were presented.   Loveall and Erichsrud reported on the drainage workshop; Groskreutz on the MSSA conference; Warmka on wind energy meeting in Slayton; Warmka and Groskreutz on wind conference in Owatonna; and Warmka and Groskreutz on EMS in Mankato.

Sheriff Mike Gormley met regarding office business.  The county has been without a coroner/medical examiner since Dr. Carpenter left the area.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to advertise for a County Medical Examiner.

Dispatcher/Jailer Joe Anderson has been appointed as temporary assistant jail administrator to assist in the jail transition.

Discussion was held regarding the county’s involvement in the Drug Task force; talks regarding placement of equipment on the Blue Earth water tower; and the new fee schedule the sheriff will present at a future meeting.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to appoint Chuck Pingry of Blue Earth to the Mankato Rehab Center Inc. (MRCI) Board of Directors for a four-year term ending April 1, 2012.

Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 08-CB-07 that proclaims April as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.

R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS, child abuse prevention is a community problem and finding solutions depends on involvement among people throughout the community;

WHEREAS,
the effects of child abuse are felt by whole communities and need to be addressed by the entire community;

WHEREAS,
effective child abuse prevention succeeds because of partnerships created between parents, practitioners, schools, faith communities; health care organizations, law enforcement agencies, and the business community;

WHEREAS,
family-serving, youth-focused prevention programs offer positive alternatives for young people and encourage parents and youth to develop strong ties to their communities;

WHEREAS,
all citizens need to be more aware of child abuse and neglect and its prevention within the community, and be involved in supporting parents to raise their children in a safe, nurturing society.

NOW, THEREFORE, we, Faribault County Commissioners, hereby proclaim April as Child Abuse Prevention Month in Faribault County and call upon all citizens, community agencies, religious organizations, medical facilities, and businesses to increase their participation in efforts to prevent child abuse and neglect, thereby strengthening the communities in which we live.

Charles Mensing met on behalf of Norma Mensing regarding an MVAC loan issued in the 1980’s.  They are requesting to have the loan or part of the loan forgiven.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to grant a 90-day extension to Norma Mensing on an MVAC loan before any action is taken.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the bid from Ulland Bros., Inc. for SAP 22-621-25, CSAH 21 reconstruction, of $1,830,054.99 contingent upon approval from the city of Minnesota Lake.  Other bids received were $1,944,948.00 from GM Contracting, Inc.; $1,892.224.20 from Holtmeier Construction; $1,932,112.05 from Northdale Construction; $2,384,962.50 from Reilly Construction; and $1,868,641.35 from Southern Minnesota Construction.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to advertise a bid letting on six bridges, replacing with box culverts in four locations and not to replace two locations on minimum maintenance roads.

Erichsrud/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 08-RB3-08 for the advancement of $250,000 in MNDOT funds.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, and Steier voted yes.  Commissioner Warmka was absent.
R E S O L U T I O N
WHEREAS,  the County of Faribault intends to construct one or more township bridges, which will require town bridge funds in excess of those currently available in the county’s state aid town bridge account.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED;   that the Commissionerof Transportation is hereby requested to approve this request to advance funds from the general fund balance of the town bridge account for financing the construction of these township bridge projects, in the amount of $250,000, in accordance with Minnesota Rules 8820.1500, Subpart 9a.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  the County agrees to the following terms and conditions in accepting these advanced funds:

1. The County agrees to execute a contract for construction of all township bridge projects identified by the Commission as having been approved for funding with advanced town bridge account funds prior to the next town bridge fund allocation.

2. If after receiving notice of project approval using advanced town bridge account funds and prior to execution of a contract, the project is delayed until after the next allocation, the County will notify the Commissioner as soon as practical after the delay is known and release the advanced funds.

3. The County agrees to repay the advanced funds from subsequent year’s accruals to the County’s town bridge account, using 100% of the County’s annual apportionment until the advance is repaid.
Spring road restrictions are currently in place.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to appoint Marilyn Slama to fill the remainder of Tim Hynes term on the County Library Board expiring December 31, 2010.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve the leasing of a W5030PH Xerox copier at a rate of $202.31 per month from the Xerox Corporation with $.0129 per copy full service and maintenance with supplies.

Haas to attend a two-day MCAPS training in Alexandria.
