Loveall/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve the purchase of a trailer from Yeager Implement of Blue Earth for $7,721.25.  Two other bids were received from RDO for $8,594.55 and from Zeigler for $8,958.78.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to purchase two Bush Hog mowers from Yeager Implement of Blue Earth for $10,011.00 on engineer’s recommendation that the maintenance expense over the life of the Bush Hog will be less than that of the Frontier mower.  Other bids received were $9,719.19 from Detke Morbac of Blue Earth for a Frontier and $11,928.00 from A & P Servicer for a Kuhn.

Loveall/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve local share of expenses for railroad crossing expenses for the 2012 budget year.
