APRIL 30, 2008

The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met in emergency session at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 8:00 a.m. on April 30, 2008.  The following members were present: Butch Erichsrud, Barb Steier, Tom Loveall, and Tom Warmka, Commissioners.  County Auditor John Thompson was present.  Commissioner Groskreutz was excused from the meeting due to a prior commitment. 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Steier to pass a resolution adopting a Hazard Mitigation Plan by April 30th to ensure coverage by Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to adopt Resolution 08-CB-10 the Hazard Mitigation Plan and all appendixes dated April 30, 2008.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Loveall, Steier, and Warmka voted yes.
