Sheriff Mike Gormley and Deputy Terry Campbell met regarding sheriff business.  Matt Dorfner of KJLY also attended.  Dorfner stated that their discussions with MNDOT about renting space on their tower are on hold until the issue on a tower at the Law Enforcement Center is settled.  Dorfner said they are not sure their tower would be able to handle the load and he attended to hear the discussion.  Gormley said that according to the consultants the best option would be to have a tower on site, the second option would be to use the water tower.
Loveall/Warmka motion carried unanimously to continue discussion with the State of Minnesota on the placement of an 800 megahertz tower at the Law Enforcement Center site.

Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve the South Central Minnesota Regional Radio board joint powers agreement.
Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to appoint Commissioner Warmka to the South Central Minnesota Regional Radio board.

Warmka/Loveall motion carried unanimously to set a $600 cap on the cost of a sexual assault exam with further costs to be covered by the state.
