The Faribault County Board of Commissioners met pursuant to the recess of September 2, 2008 at the Courthouse in the City of Blue Earth at 9:00 a.m. on September 16, 2008.  The following members were present: Butch Erichsrud, Bill Groskreutz, Barb Steier, Tom Loveall, and Tom Warmka, Commissioners.  County Auditor John Thompson and County Attorney Brian Roverud were also present.                                                              

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Steier.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the September 2, 2008 regular meeting.

Groskreutz/Loveall motion carried unanimously to approve the synopsis and official proceedings of the September 10, 2008 and September 15, 2008 special sessions.

Committee reports were presented.  Commissioners Warmka report on the South Central Regional Radio board, Groskreutz reported on Resource Conservation & Development Council and Minnesota Valley Action Council, Steier reported on Minnesota Valley Action Council, and Loveall reported on JD 17 meeting.

County Treasurer Dave Frank met regarding SSTS loans.

Groskreutz/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to approve an SSTS loan of $12,162.48 to Dennis and Mary Rollenhagen on Parcel No. 06.027.0200.

Warmka/Groskreutz motion carried unanimously to approve a subordination on an SSTS loan of $8,538.80 to Randall Feist and Barbara Feist as recorded as Document No. 337644.

Central Services Director Brenda Ripley met regarding office business.

Warmka/Erichsrud motion carried unanimously to accept a letter of resignation from Treasurer David Frank effective November 30, 2008.

Discussion was held regarding the vacancy in the Treasurer’s office. The personnel committee outlined a potential combination of the Auditor and Treasurer's office. No action was taken. The issue will be brought up at the next meeting.

Discussion was held regarding transit issues. The transit committee reviewed a rider's guide, Prairie Express guidelines, and a daily log process that is being proposed. A series of meetings to discuss the policies was discussed.

Soil and Water Director Michele Stindtman and Zoning Administrator Bruce Blakesly met regarding office business. 
A conditional use permit for the Farmers Cooperative Company was discussed. The conditional use permit process was extended to September 23, 2008 at the July 15, 2008 meeting. Creighton Nelson and Nathan Price of Farmers Cooperative Company met with the board. They requested a tabling of the issue. Brian Roverud stated they could request another extension and it was a matter of board policy which is not set at this time.  Discussion on a tile issue was held.  Michael Johnson, attorney for some of the landowners, stated that no proposals have been presented by Farmers Cooperative's attorney. Roger Legred presented a map and easement for the property. Bill Barke, attorney for Farmers Cooperative Company, stated he is in the process of developing an agreement and felt that Farmers Cooperative Company will be a good neighbor. There was further public comment on the issue.
Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to extend the application for Farmers Cooperative conditional use permit on Section 16 in Brush Creek Township to October 21, 2008 and this will be the last extension on the permit.

Meeting was recessed until 10:30 a.m.
Stindtman and Blakesley discussed water planning issues; update of SSTS, building permits, and feedlots; update on the urban outreach position; update from Greater Blue Earth River Basin Alliance (GBERBA);  and the Blue Earth River total maximum daily load (TMDL) turbidity handout from Minnesota Pollution Control Agency.

Public Works Director John McDonald met regarding office business.  A construction update was given.
Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to approve Resolution 08-RB5-18 for a final payment on Contract No. 62121 to Brunz Construction Company of Madison Lake in amount of $24,509.01.  Commissioners Erichsrud, Groskreutz, Loveall, Steier and Warmka voted yes.

Discussion was held regarding law enforcement center issues.

The water softener quotes were discussed. 
Loveall/Warmka motion carried to accept the quote of $13,500 from Garlick's Water Conditioning of Blue Earth for the HS 418 S OD system for the law enforcement center based on lower installation costs and no use of electricity in operations.  Commissioners Groskreutz and Erichsrud voted no.  Other quotes received were: $15,800 from Culligan Water of Fairmont, $17,000 from Ehrich Plumbing & Heating of Elmore; $16,932 from Coxworth Water Conditioning of Blue Earth, and $12,999.95 from Tonna Mechanical of Rochester. Commissioners voting in favor of  Garlick qoute stated operating costs, possible installation costs being lower and availability of local service were factors in their vote.
An issue with jail cells was tabled until after recess.
