Groskreutz/Warmka motion carried unanimously to draft a letter of support for Winona County in seeking legislative changes to allow a shorter work week.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and agreements herein contained, it is hereby agreed by the parties as follows:

1.  That Elmer Ehlert has no objection to Farmers Coop building a retail NH3 site on a seven acre tract located in the Southeast Corner of the Southeast Quarter of Section 10, Township 102, Range 25, Faribault County, Minnesota

2. That Farmers Coop will repair if broken, the tile in the seven acre tract to maintain the existing outlet for the property owned by Elmer Ehlert.
